5. Ward Councillor Update

6. Minutes

7. Matters arising from the previous meeting
· The issues at 44 Westfield Avenue were still with the Housing Officer
· Members noted the continuing problem of rats in the village.
· With regard to the meeting of the Allotment holders on 31st May, it was noted that ward councillors would aim to attend.
· While  police representation at meetings could not be guaranteed, crime statistics were available on-line.

8. Correspondence
    The Chair of Hazlerigg Parish Council had written seeking support for action   
     to be taken to prevent vehicles parking on the grass verge at Elliott Walk. 
     This was mostly caused when Hazlerigg FC were playing matches at the  
      adjacent pitch. Members noted greater powers of enforcement for the City 
      Council, to be introduced from September and confirmed that a request to   
     carry out enforcement would be made . Members also suggested the 
     Football Club use Stewards to patrol Elliott Walk prior to games to 
     encourage drivers to park in the allocated car park in Havannah Park. Ward   
     Councillors also agreed to raise awareness of the problem.


9. Planning, Environment and Highways
    There were no planning applications to consider. Potholes reported to the 
     City Council had been mostly filled in. Some hedges were encroaching onto 
     footpaths and needed cutting back.
