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ampshire Highways’

winter teams have been
out on their first runs of the
season, salting the county’s
priority routes as road surface

temperatures drop below zero.

Although the roads are quieter
than usual during this second
period of national restrictions
to help prevent the spread of
coronavirus, and some people
are able to work from home,
there are still many people
travelling to work places such

as hospitals, supermarkets and
construction sites, as well as
young people attending schools
and college. Hampshire’s main
roads are always treated first.
These ‘Priority one’ routes carry
the majority of Hampshire’s
traffic — covering A roads, some
B roads, roads to hospitals and
other key emergency hubs,
large schools and colleges. This
year, access roads to COVID-19
testing sites have been added to
the Priority one network.
