	GRASS CUTTING:
 BRIMBLE COTTAGES, CLOSED CHURCHYARD AND POUND.
These have all now been cut by Halcyon Landscapes (Dikes Nurseries) 
which will result in extra costs as these areas are usually refunded by Dorset Council which will no longer be done.

NEW SEASON’S QUOTES FOR 2022
Although three years since the last three quotes were obtained, it was agreed to continue employing Halcyon Landscapes (Dikes Nurseries) for the 2022 season. Financial Reserves will cover the cost for one year. As the grass cutting would now be costing a considerably amount, it was agreed that alternatives should be looked into to save money, and it was decided to ask Graham Stanley (Senior Ranger Dorset Council)  if he could attend the 2022 Annual Parish Meeting with  a presentation of ideas to help, possibly re-wilding in some areas which would be good for bees and wildlife and how to manage this.

DORSET COUNCIL GRASS CUTTING
Cllr. Carr-Jones is attempting to find out what is to be done by the council, four cuts a year have been promised but nothing has been done so far.

DAMAGED HEADSTONE IN CEMETERY
A member of the family concerned  has met the grass cutting manager on site; there is no visible evidence that the stone has been knocked over by a mower.
