	1.
	The following events will be held:
Champion of Champions; Derek Kemp Millenium Singles; Jim Stevenson 2 Wood Singles; George Parker Trophy; Over 55 Singles; Mens Pairs; Ladies Singles; Ladies Pairs; Mixed Pairs; Combination Triples; Combination Rinks.

	
	

	2.
	Entries will be accepted from members of clubs affiliated to the Kent County Bowling Association and North Kent Bowling Association.

	
	

	3.
	All players must play for the same club.  No bowler may enter competition from more than one club.

	
	

	4.
	Any number of entries, each with a separate group of players, will be accepted for each competition.  The name, address and telephone number of the players responsible for the entry must be entered.

	
	

	5.
	In all NKBA competitions, up to the semi-final, green fees to be paid by the challenger.  In the semi-final, green fees to be shared.

	
	

	6.
	2 Wood Singles shall be played over 21 ends, 2 woods per player;
Singles shall be 21 shots up, four bowls each player;
Men’s and Ladies Pairs shall be 21 ends, four bowls each player;
Triples shall be 18 ends, three bowls each player;
Fours shall be 21 ends, two bowls each player.

	
	

	7.
	In the pairs, triples and fours competitions, the players named on the score card of the initial game will constitute the official entry and should play together throughout the competition, one additional (and same) player from the same club may, however, be used as a substitute in any subsequent game providing they have not already played in the same competition.  (In mixed competition substitutes must be of the same gender.)

	
	

	8.
	The draw for the first round will take place as soon as possible around the last 2 weeks of April.

	
	

	9.
	a) In the competition, challengers and opponents will receive notification electronically.  The challenger will offer the opponent the choice of 3 dates within 5 days receipt of the email.
b) Only one Saturday or Sunday may be included.
c) The opponents must do what they can to accept one of the dates offered.

	
	

	10. 
	The Finals will be played on Manor House BC’s bowling green at Crayford Manor House on Sunday 21st September, time to be arranged.  Competitors must be present and booked in 30 minutes before their allotted time.

	
	

	11.
	Matches start times must be mutually agreed.  Weekend dates may be given as stated above but matches should start no later than 11am, except by mutual agreement.

	
	

	12.
	a) Where the green has to be closed due to weather conditions before the match has been completed, the result shall be declared as that standing at the time of closure, provided a minimum 10 ends have been completed.  An incomplete match must be completed by the closing date of the round.
b) In the event of this being on the last day of the round, the Competition Co-ordinator will fix a new date.
c) Where a green is subject to a fixed closing time, the home team must notify the visitors of that time before commencement of that match.

	
	

	13.
	In the event of any dispute, which does not fall under the laws and rules of the EBA and NKBA, the decision of the Committee shall be final.

	
	

	14.
	For the purposes of prize awards, the winners shall be regarded as composed in the Final.

	
	

	15.
	The results of each match must be relayed to the Competition Secretary not later than 24 hours after the game has been played.

	
	

	16.  
	The closing date for each round should be strictly adhered to.

	
	

	17.
	In the event these rules, or instructions given by the Competition Secretary, are broken or ignored, the player whose name the entry is in will be disqualified from the current year’s competition and may, at the Committee’s discretion, be banned from the following years’ competition.
