1. Apologies – Cllrs. B Magrath, S. Saddington (Notts CC) & R.Blaney (N&SDC)
Accepted and approved.

2. Declaration of Interests
Cllr. J Holtam declared an interest in Item 8.1. – Planning application 19/00087/FUL.

3. Minutes of the meeting held 21st January 2019
 Minutes of the meeting held 21st January 2019 were approved and signed.

4. Matters arising.
· It was confirmed that work on the drainage in Morton would take place between 4th and 29th March and that the clerk would contact Notts CC to ask when notices would be displayed to this effect and what diversions would be put in place.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The Chairman reported that the defibrillator is now in place in Fiskerton and the council expressed its thanks to John Harris at the Fiskerton Shop for his help, to F4RN for their generous donation and to The Bromley for their help with fundraising, along with all residents who supported this project.
· The clerk has in hand the maintenance and repair of the fence on the village green.

5. Reports from District & County Councillors.
County Cllr. S. Saddington – apologies.
District Cllr. R.Blaney – apologies. Cllr Blaney had attended an earlier meeting at which he reported to parish councillors that remedial work on road at the Morton level crossing would commence in March and that there is unlikely to be any action taken in the near future to address the lack of parking at Fiskerton Station. This is at least partly due to the rail franchise coming up for renewal later this year. It was agreed that the clerk will email those residents who had expressed concern about this issue to update them.
6. Members of the Public.  (Standing orders suspended for this agenda item only to enable members of the public to speak).
A resident asked for an update on the proposal to extend the 30 mph limit on Station Road. Cllr Saddington is currently looking into this and it was agreed to put this on the agenda of the next meeting.

7.	Update re a Crime Prevention Scheme for the parish
A local resident who had agreed to research this issue reported back to the meeting: The neighbouring villages of Rolleston, Bleasby and Thurgarton have active branches of ‘NottsWatch’ (which used to be ‘Neighbourhood Watch’) however Fiskerton-cum-Morton has not been registered since 2012. The Chairman reported that another resident has recently indicated an interest in this scheme and agreed to get involved. The meeting agreed that it was important for our parish to join this scheme and that it would need support from residents. The member of the public present agreed to attend ‘Safer Neighbourhoods’ Meetings on behalf of the parish and report back to the council. He also reported that he had spoken to Robert Jenrick MP concerning the possibility of using the ANPR system at all the level crossings in the area for crime detection. Mr Jenrick had liaised with Notts Police who were considering the matter.

Cllr Lancaster reported that 55 residents had attended the Drop-In session on 27th January and several more had attended the extra session held just prior to this meeting. He had received several emails on the matter from residents and many more had responded to the Survey Monkey. The Steering Group would meet on the 14th March to review the draft plan in the light of all the comments made.

11. Update on distribution of 30mph wheelie bin stickers
	 Cllr Lancaster reported that the stickers had proved very popular and it was agreed to order a further batch.

12. General maintenance across the parish
	 There was nothing to discuss.
13. Play Area Issues	 
Cllr Holloway reported that he and Cllr Holtam had met a representative from Notts City Council who had  
 agreed to provide advice on this matter. As a result of this meeting the Working Party proposed that plans for the Arthur Radford Centre (ARC) site include a patio area with seating for parents/carers, refurbishment of the large equipment and swings plus installation of two new smaller items with the emphasis on younger children and a renewal of the surface. It was agreed to concentrate on completing work at the ARC before embarking on any village green project where it was proposed to consider adventure-style wooden equipment aimed more at older children and installed in and near the trees on the green. It was agreed that the next steps would be for the Working Party to explore advice from at least two other councils on how to gain grants for these projects. It was also agreed to set aside up to 15K from Parish Council reserves to contribute to any improvements.
Cllrs. Blaney and Terry left the meeting at this point due to prior commitments.
