Dear friends

March is a very significant month in the Christian calendar and it begins with Ash
Wednesday (1st), marking the start of Lent. To celebrate this important event we will
be sharing in a service of Holy Communion at 7 p.m. Services which fall during the
week tend to be poorly attended but please take this as an invitation to all Christians
(whether or not members of St Michael's Church) to join us on this occasion. Lent
itself has little significance for most people today (except perhaps the 'giving up' of
something like chocolate), but it can be a time when we step back from the busyness
of our lives and take time to consider what really matters. To help in this process
our Lent Course (on a Thursday morning) will look at the events of the last week of
the life of Jesus as recorded in the gospels.

We will also be starting an 8-week 'Bible Course' on a Tuesday evening. The Bible is
a 'closed' book to many people and this course gives us an opportunity to discover
a little more about what it contains, how we might read it, and how we might apply
its teaching to our daily lives. You are more than welcome to join us.

The fourth Sunday in Lent (26th) is Mothering Sunday and we will be holding a
special Family Service on that day at the changed time of 11 a.m. Before that — at
9.45 a.m. — we will be running a children's workshop in St Michael's School for all
children aged under 11. There is no need to book, just come along. We ask for a
donation of £2 per child to cover some of the costs and parents are required to stay
with their children. These workshops have been greatly enjoyed in recent years and
we are looking forward to a really special morning.

After the baptism of Jesus, and before he had begun to gather his twelve disciples,
two of John the Baptist's disciples set out one day to follow Jesus. They walked
behind him along the road to discover where he was going and what he was up to.
John's Gospel records Jesus turning round and asking them: 'What do you seek?' The
word 'seek' speaks of the seriousness and depth of both the question Jesus asked
and the response of the two followers. They were not being 'nosey' or 'curious'
but were seeking something deeper in their lives and wondered whether this new
teacher had any answers.

It is a good question to ask of ourselves at the start of Lent — what are you seeking
in life? In the rush of our lives we may feel we have little time or space to even ask
such a question, but can | encourage you to make time this Lent to ask this simple
but profound question — and, like those two disciples, may you come to discover
than in Jesus life's greatest needs are met.

Westhumble Talks

Women At War — Wonderful Women
in Their Flying Machines

he first Westhumble Talk of 2017

was given at Burney Cottage by
kind permission of Val and Mick Hallett.
The speaker was Squadron Leader Jim
Barnes RAF Ret’d who flew Vulcan and
Victor aircraft during his service.

Jim's subject was the part played by
women in war, with particular details
of those who piloted aircraft being
delivered from the manufacturers to
operational squadrons. He claimed that
these ladies were superior pilots to the
men of the RAF and gave examples of
their skills and achievements. Women
had featured in the early days of flying
when Helene Dutrieu in 1908 was the
first woman to hold a pilot’s licence in
Belgium, first to loop-the-loop and first
to fly across the Channel. The scandal
was that she flew without wearing a
corset! At the start of World War I
there was a shortage of pilots so the Air
Transport Auxiliary was set up on the
basis of an airline, rather than under
Military Discipline. The ATA had 164
women pilots who trained and flew

Jim knew fellow airmen
whom she had trained. The ladies had
lower accident and casualty rates than
the men, due to being more delicate
with their hands on the controls. Two
examples were given where a female
pilot was able, by flying a plane, to
identify a problem with the controls
and offer a solution. On the Grunman
Avenger the supercharger switch
was wired in reverse, and on the
Aircobra fighter the flaps and power
settings were shown to be wrong.
The Americans also had female pilots
named WASP’s but prejudice against
them was far stronger than in the UK
and the training too regimented. It was
only in 1973 that the WASPs were given

n the summer of 2004 | was peacefully

watching a cricket match in the grounds
of Box Hill School. During ‘tea’ | was
introduced to a charming young man
called Charles Humphries. He, like me,
was a professional musician. He was an
excellent and well known counter-tenor
while | was a much less well known
soprano and singing teacher at St John’s
School, Leatherhead. Charles lived in
Mickleham and conducted Mickleham
Choral Society (when he was not
travelling the world singing). | suspect
the thought that flashed through his
mind when he met me was ‘Brilliant!
Here is a convenient local who might be
able to deputise for me when I’'m away.
And sure enough, he did ask if | might
stand in for him at Choral Society every
now and then. | was delighted. | told
him that | had never conducted before
but was happy to teach the notes and
keep things ticking over in his absence.

In due course Charles did indeed get in
touch and | took occasional rehearsals
for him. 1 loved it from the very start!
At the time, the choir did just two
performances a year. The Leith Hill
Festival and the Mickleham Carol Party.

How | Became a Conductor
(of a Choir— not a Busl)

| only did rehearsals — Charles always
conducted the performances. This
arrangement continued until Spring
2005 when at the end of a rehearsal,
Adrienne Lloyd Williams —the chairman
— took me into the village hall kitchen,
told me Charles had resigned and asked
if | wanted the job. | was stunned. |
reminded her that | was not really a
conductor she assured me that ‘1 would
learn!” 1 could not believe my luck.

So, my learning journey began. | started
with a choir of 26 in the Autumn of
2005 preparing Haydn’s Creation for
the Leith Hill Festival. The choir was at
quite a low ebb having come bottom
in the last few Festivals but they set to
work and lifted themselves up to 3™
place in 2006. | also introduced a new
date into the schedule: The Summer
Concert. This was the time when the
choir could let their hair down and have
some fun. The choir also sent me on a
week’s residential Choral Conducting
Course at the Canford Summer Music
School. This was incredibly hard work,
classes starting at 9 a.m and often
still conducting at 10 p.m. but | learnt
more than | thought possible from an
inspiring team.

Choral Society were perhaps a little
fearful when | returned after the
summer wondering what new-fangled
ideas | might have picked up at Canford!
However, the only change | instigated
was starting the tradition of giving a
concert on Remembrance Sunday. This
has been one of our most popular dates

for both choir and audience. Music can
often say things even more eloquently
than words at times of remembrance.

Ten years have now passed since those
early days. The choir has more than 70
members with about 55 taking part in
any one concert, last year they won
seven out of eight classes and were
overall winners at the Leith Hill Festival,
the Summer Concert —a Celebration of
the Queens 90™ birthday had more than
400 people joining us for tea, singing
and celebrations at the village hall and
the Carol Party sold out in record time!

This year we will be celebrating a
different anniversary — 10 years since
| took up the baton. We will be giving
a celebratory concert on Saturday
June 17* at 7.30 p.m in St Martin’s
Church, Dorking when Choral Society
accompanied by full orchestra will
perform Fauré’s Requiem and then a
selection of both the choir’s and my
favourite pieces. PLEASE COME! It
should be fun.

It has been quite a journey to reach this
point and | have loved every stage of it.
The music | have learnt, the concerts
performed, the slips along the way
(tossing my baton into the audience
during the Mozart Requiem!), the
smiles and applause of happy audiences
but most of all the wonderful love and
friendship | have been given by all of my
choir. My grateful thanks go to them
for having me for the last 10 years and
watching as | 'learned how to conduct’!

The Virtues of Hellebores

Ithough hellebores are expensive

to buy, especially those with newly
introduced colours or flower shapes,
they will repay you for many years.
Arguably among the most sumptuous
flowers of winter and early spring, they
are totally hardy, stay in bloom for a
long time, have evergreen foliage and
an interesting variety of flower colour,
both plain and spotted, and petal
shapes, including doubles. As well as
this, they are easy to grow in ordinary,
well-drained soil, and they do not mind
living in the shade of deciduous trees
or shrubs and will also thrive in sunny
places. What’s not to like?

One can split the species into two main
types. Helleborus corsicus, lividus
and foetidus produce a leafy stem
one year and flowers the next. Fresh
shoots will emerge to flower the
following year. H. foetidus produce
pale green, maroon lipped flowers,
while H. corsicus (sometimes labelled
H. argutifolius or H. lividus) has more
serrated leaves and the green is marbled
with grey markings. These are not true
herbaceous perennials, unlike H. niger
(the Christmas rose) or the Lenten rose,
H. x hybridus. H. niger does not have a
black flower as the name suggests, but
a black root; the flowers are white and
often bloom before Christmas. NB This
is not an exhaustive list!

Hellebores belong to the buttercup
family and in their most simple form
one can see the likeness. However,
such a lot of breeding work has gone
on that they can look very different.
Quite apart from the very, very double
forms or those with pointed petals,
they come literally in all colours except
blue and that time cannot be far
off!  Further variation is provided by
flowers that may be striped, spotted or
picotee-edged, even those which have
contrasting centres.

Once you have had a hellebore or two
for a year or so you will more than
likely find some seedlings growing in
the vicinity unless you have cut off the
flower heads before the seeds have
ripened. You can leave them in situ but
they will in time become very crowded;
better perhaps to collect the seed to
sow or pot them up and leave to grow
on for a year or two, before planting out
in your borders. They may not come
true (you would have to go in for tissue
culture!) but they can be both different
and attractive.

Hellebores do not require a lot of
attention. In late autumn the leaves
can become somewhat tired and suffer
from a viral infection that disfigures
them. It is best to cut them to the
ground to reveal the emerging flower
buds. Removing the leaves also clears

you to interplant with early flowering
bulbs, such as snowdrops or Cyclamen
coum or the attractive marbled foliage
of Arum italicum ‘Pictum’ could be an
alternative.

Mickleham Parish Council are
continuing to press Transport
for London and Surrey County Council
to keep the 465 bus running through
the village. The route is under review
with suggestions that the service be
terminated at Leatherhead where
buses would turn round and return to
Kingston, leaving no service through
Mickleham and onto Dorking.

The Parish Council wrote to both TfLand
SCC, expressing their strong opposition
to any move to curtail the 465 service,
pointing out that it would leave the
village cut off and give the elderly and
young no means to travel further afield.

Leon Daniels, Managing Director Surface
Transport, replied on behalf of TfL

Mickleham Parish Council

saying that Route 465 has operated
beyond the Greater London boundary
to Leatherhead and Dorking with the
financial support of SCC on an equitable
basis. 'SCC has withdrawn that support
and | am afraid it is not possible for
the taxpayers of Greater London alone
to support the significant costs of
operating route 465 in Surrey,' he wrote.

Both Mr Daniels and Mike Goodman,
SCC Cabinet Member for Environment
and Planning, added that discussions
were continuing between the parties.
Mr Goodman also explained: 'As we
are still in the process of reviewing this
route, no specific course of action has
been decided. Please be assured that
TfL will run a public consultation about
any proposals before a final decision
is made.'

Many residents have added their weight
to the campaign. Fiona Taylor wrote

QOur 465 bus service is under threat!

that the 465 has always been greatly
valued and used by local people 'for
essential aspects of day-to-day life,
accessing education at both primary
and secondary levels, employment,
local health care provision - GPs,
dentists , opticians, pharmacies - as
well as libraries, food shopping and
leisure activities - both Leatherhead
and Dorking provide excellent leisure
centres which are critical to individual's
health and well-being.'

Adam Parfitt also expressed
the importance of the service for
schoolchildren and highlighted local
pubs/restaurants and the almshouses,
all of which 'rely on public transport
both for their staff to get to work and
for their customers. All these businesses
and institutions would be severely
compromised by the withdrawal of our
bus service.'

Digging Up The Past at Denbies

ack in 1983 a World War Two
Covenantor Tank was dug up in
Denbies Wine Estate. Now they have
found a second one and maybe more.
The area known as The Dell, where the

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first vines were
planted 30 years
ago, was used as
a training base
for Canadian
Troops bound
for Normandy
for D-Day and for
the Home Guard
Training Unit. At
least two of these
tanks were used
for target practice
by the troops and
after the threat of
German invasion had passed and the
camp was dismantled, these 17 ton
wrecks were buried, as it was more
economical than transporting them
elsewhere.

Recently, builder Rick Wedlock,
from Manchester, brought down his
magnetometry survey equipment and
a small digger to see if he could locate
the missing tank. The magnetometer
had no problem finding the iron hulk,
and, five feet down in the chalk rubble,
metal hit metal. The bucket of the
digger made its first strike on the gun
turret bearing before uncovering the
front armoured louvres and the driver’s
observation hatch.

It is now planned to fully excavate
the site, not just to recover this
Covenantor, but maybe find other
relics from the war, then, hopefully
to restore the tank and display it at
Denbies later in the year.

A Bridge over the River Mole

n one of our regular walks from

Westhumble station into Norbury
Park we cross the Mole to the north
of the station by the footbridge which
runs beside the bridge carrying the
railway over the river. | have always
been fascinated by, and marvelled at,
the vaulted brickwork of the bridge
but never gave a thought to why it
was so.

One evening recently, in need of
something to read, | picked a book
from the pile waiting to be read by my
husband. | had given him The Railways
by Simon Bradley following a good
review in the Sunday Times. Not quite
my normal choice of reading, but it
turns out to be a fascinating study of the
effect of the railways on British social
history. It covers the whole range, from
time, timetables, carriages, relations
with other passengers in the Victorian
era, technological achievement and
architecture. It is above all a very good
read.

| have just reached the chapter on
the impact of the railways on the
landscape. Avoiding steep inclines
requires the digging of cuttings and
raising of embankments, along with
bridges and viaducts to cross roads,
rivers and deep valleys. A couple of
years ago we took a train from Settle
to walk the area round the Ribblehead
Viaduct and were most impressed by
the 24 arches 104 feet above the valley.
We were there at the right moment to
watch a steam excursion train crossing
over it. Simon Bradley's narrative set
the viaduct in context for me.

What he wrote next was interesting in
a more local context. Most bridges and
viaducts are straight and cross roads,
rivers or valleys at about 90 degrees.
Roads could (in the days when the
railways were constructed) be subject
to slight diversion so that they could run
under a straight bridge (explaining why
there is often a kink in a road where it
goes under a bridge). However, in the
case of a river it is not so easy. Where
the railway crosses a river at an oblique
angle, a skew bridge may be the answer.
This involves the brick or stone coursing
of the bridge following the line of the
skew. The earliest skew bridges on the
railways were of stone and each course
had to be cut to unique dimensions,
an expensive business. Later, says
Bradley, 'an engineer named Charles
Fox developed a cheaper system by
which the arch and courses could be

formed by standard sized bricks. When
viewed from below, this conveys an
eloquent sense of movement, as
though of great forces held in check.'

A fuzzy photograph in the book shows
an example of a brick-built skew bridge.
I glanced at it and thought 'Oh, it has a
footbridge just like the Norbury Park
one'. | then read the caption and
realised that it was the Norbury Park
one. According to the caption it was
opened in 1867, so its 150th anniversary
is in 2017. If you have not seen it, or
have not noticed the brickwork do
take a look. It is an amazing feat of
engineering as well as attractive to look
at. As Simon Bradley writes ' If these
spaces belonged to the National Trust,
the guidebooks would instruct visitors
to pause and marvel: being public,
numerous and grubby, they generally
pass unregarded.' Spot on.

ony lived in Burney Road with his

wife Janet and younger son, Tim.
Tim and Tony’s older son, Stuart, both
paid tribute to him at his funeral at
Dorking Cemetery on 19th January.

Stuart talked about his father’s
background. The eldest son in a large
family, Tony was born in the year of the
Wall Street crash and went to school in
Bath. When he was ten, war broke out.
Tony had a tendency to rebellion, and
rather than go to the air raid shelter, he
stayed in his room to watch the German
bombers. Fortunately he did not suffer
any adverse consequences. He liked to
skate on the frozen Avon canal despite
the protestations of his family. Even
then Tony was a quiet person, not an
extrovert, he liked to do his own thing.
If others wanted to join him that was
OK. If not, that was OK too.

The war ended when he was 16 and
he soon passed his driving test. He
developed a love for sporty cars,
starting with Sunbeams and later Alpha
Romeos. Even in his eighties he had a
Kia Turbo and enjoyed roaring along
the A24 from Dorking to Westhumble,
to the consternation of his passengers.

After National Service in the Royal
Engineers he worked as a local
government auditor. He met Janet,
who he used to give lifts in his Sunbeam,

2016

and they married in 1959. They lived in
London where Tony became involved
in Civil Defence at the height of the
Cold War. Subsequently he qualified
as a Chartered Secretary and when he
retired he was a Senior Executive Officer
working on audits in the Department
of Transport.

Tony was a keen golfer and played
regularly until recently. It was said,
Stuart told us, that the safest place to
stand when he teed off was near the
flag. When he retired he surprised
friends and family by taking up horse-
riding. He had long wanted to try it.
He took up drawing and this lead to
sculpture. Tony was a talented sculptor
and had made many items for his sons.
He liked modern art and photography
and enjoyed taking modern style photos.
He entered his photos and sculptures
regularly in the Horticultural Society
shows - many will remember them.

Tony had a sense of humour and
collected cartoons and newspaper
articles which amused him. Even in
his last period in hospital his family
discovered that he had a collection of
cuttings about Boris Johnson.

Stuart spoke of his father’s caring
nature, demonstrated particularly in
Janet’s recent stay in hospital after
serious surgery.

Restructuring of Surrey Wildlife Trust's
Countryside Team

Mickleham Parish Council is
represented on the Norbury
Park Liaison Committee, an advisory
committee made up of local interest
groups such as cyclists, horse riders,
ramblers and dog walkers as well as
countryside and residents’ associations
—all those who have an interest in the
management of the Park.

The committee meets twice a year
and presents an opportunity for
Surrey Wildlife Trust executives and
countryside rangers to report on
the activities that have taken place
during the previous six months. As
part of this reporting, the committee
are given a detailed presentation by
Graham Manning (East Area Manager)
or Andrea Neal, our Norbury Park
rangers, on the seasonal planning and
works that have been carried out, by

them and by volunteers under their
management.

The committee were informed in
January that SWT were restructuring
the land management team, and
reducing its size from 16 to 10. There
will cease to be dedicated rangers
responsible for a particular site; their
place will be taken by a centrally located
team with specialist roles, for example
surveyors, liaison officers and volunteer
leaders. We understand that interviews
for these positions will take place during
March and decisions made by 20th
March. Redundancy notices will be
served on those who are not appointed
to one of the new roles or, of course, if
they do not apply.

The Parish Council has written to
SWT expressing their concern at the
centralisation of the countryside team

and in particular at the loss of the
extensive and intimate knowledge that
rangers have built up of their site, in our
case in Norbury Park, but also across the
county. Thereductionto three volunteer
leaders to cover the whole of Surrey’s
sites will not only stretch them to the
limit but raises questions as to how well
informed they will be about them.

There are three farms on Norbury
where livestock is raised and grazed
as well as a number of properties.
The park is used for a huge number
and variety of purposes (authorised
and unauthorised) and needs close
management. Good relations and
local knowledge is vital as is having an
immediate point of contact when there
are problems. If you share our concern,
there is a petition on petitions.surreycc.

Friends of Box Hill AGM at Juniper Hall

uniper Hall’'s Templeton Room was

filled to capacity when members of
the Friends of Box HIll met for their
AGM on 4th February. In her chairman’s
annual report Lyn Richards outlined
the group’s activities in 2016. The
most significant event for Box Hill was
NT’s acquisition of the lease of Box Hill
Farm, to which the Friends contributed
£30,000. Its 81 acres of land are now
part of the overall Box Hill Estate. It is
likely that most of the area will continue
to be farmed, but in a more wildlife-
friendly way.

This purchase has enabled the provision
of an attractive walk for the public along
the River Mole. Mark Dawson (NT Lead
Ranger for Box Hill and Headley Heath)
outlined the work that has been done
to reinstate the riverside walk as well
as other measures aimed at improving
the habitat to increase the number and
variety of animals and plants on the
newly acquired land.

Large amounts of earth have been
excavated to create a ‘scrape’ to provide
more wetland-type habitat on the flat
along the river near the WW2 tank
traps. A lagoon of different depths has
been dug out to encourage a range of

wildlife. Both the farmland and the
scrape have been fenced off to separate
them from visitors and dogs using the
path. The new path along the river
forms part of a circular walk starting
and finishing Box Hill Centre on the top
of the hill. The Riverside Walk will be
officially opened on 24th February and
leaflets showing the route are available
at the Box Hill Centre. The path can also
be accessed via the stepping stones. For
those wanting an easier route there is
a footpath accessible from the back of
the Watermill and the garden centre car
parks off the A25.

The meeting was followed by a
fascinating presentation by Simon
Ward, Head of Field Studies Council
London Region as well as Head of the
Juniper Hall Field Studies Centre, which
is celebrating its 70th anniversary
this year. Space does not allow us to
do justice to his talk here — we hope
to include a separate report in next
month’s magazine. In the meantime, on
the oposite page is information about
Juniper Hall’s fantastic Colditz-themed
fund-raising event on 1st April. Tickets
are now on sale.

You may think bears would be a rare
sight in Mickleham but we have
been seeing plenty at St Michael’s this
month.

No such controversy here at St Michael’s,
however, as we used the original
story as a theme to our activities.
We have sorted and counted bears,
played with jelly squelchy ‘mud’, made
different bears in playdough, and
enjoyed story sequencing, acting out
descriptive words and mark making to
bear hunt music.

Away from bears, we have been making
the most of our new forest area. Groups
of children have spent their morning
session outside enjoying a variety of
activities, while hot apple juice and a
campfire keep the cold at bay.

Chinese New Year was at the end of
January and the children loved trying
their hand at dragon dancing. We are
now in the year of the Rooster and
apparently people born in a year of
the Rooster are honest, energetic,
intelligent, flamboyant, flexible, diverse
and confident.
