(a) Planning Applications Received:
WP/15/00581/FUL – proposed new dwelling to side of 31 King St, complete with alterations to existing dwelling, associated works & demolition of existing garage/outbuildings – 31 King St – A Lee

(a) Crime Figures and Report – As no police representative was in attendance, the Clerk advised that 15 crimes were reported in September.
(b) JAG Meeting –The report from the JAG meeting held on 16 September was shared with the members.  The next meeting will be held on 11 November and will deal with street lighting.  EBPC has raised concerns regarding the proposed street lighting on Main Road.

It was confirmed that the Neighbourhood Plan Referendum will be held on 29 October at EB Youth Club.  It was agreed that, where possible, Parish Councillors be available on the day to answer questions regarding the Neighbourhood Plan.

164/15 Sports and Leisure Development
(a) Update – Negotiations are continuing regarding the pitch layout and the legal agreement will not be signed until negotiations are concluded and a plan for the pitch layout has been approved by EBPC.  

165/15 Committees
(a) Minutes of the Strategic Planning Committee meeting of 15 September – it was resolved to adopt the minutes as a correct record.

166/15 Former Parish Councillor Derek Shurville
Following discussion with Mr Shurville’s family, it was agreed that the name be considered should the new pocket park on Aggate Way come forward.

167/15 Consultation on Statement of Principles – Gambling Act 2005
Details were noted.  No response required.

(a) Mole and Rabbit monitoring – following discussion, it was agreed to include the allotment in the sites to be covered by the contractor.
(b) Request for Zebra crossing – Station Road – the Clerk presented the findings of a traffic survey and an independent advisors report.  It was decided that the traffic survey be forwarded to NCC for their reaction and to establish whether a zebra crossing will be considered, the cost and how much EBPC would be expected to contribute.  Outside funding will also be explored.
(c) Downgrading of Clay Lane – this was deferred to November’s meeting to allow the Clerk to chase up.
(d) Land off Aggate Way – this was deferred to November’s meeting to allow the Clerk to chase up.  
(e) Highway Problems and Flooding – The Clerk is to meet with NCC and Cllr Bell to discuss the problems with flooding on The Square and Broad Street during heavy rainfall.
(f) Temporary Closure of Public Footpath TC17 – it was noted that the public footpath adjacent to the River Nene by the marina will be closed for up to six months.
(g) Annual Playground Inspection – deferred to November’s meeting.
(h) VAS Maintenance – following discussion on the three applications received, it was resolved the Mr Bond be asked to carry out the VAS Maintenance from 1 November.  A letter of thanks will be sent to the unsuccessful applicants and their names kept on file.
(i) War Memorial Railings – it was agreed that the Clerk appoint someone to paint the railing prior to Remembrance Sunday.
