There were five members of the public present for the open forum.
Residents expressed concern about the number of cats being kept at a rental property on Shireoaks Common which is getting out of hand and is a health hazard.  District Councillor Pressley will report it to Environmental Health tomorrow and the clerk was also asked to email Julian Proudman, Environmental Health and A1 Housing tomorrow
There is a light on the crossing which is flashing all night and has no guard for residents.  The clerk was asked to write and request a guard.
 A complaint was made about dust from the roadsweeper blowing out it was felt that there is not enough water being used, the clerk was asked to contact the site manager.
The new grating where they did the sewer was reported to be banging all day, the clerk was also asked to report this.
