Public Sector Bodies (Websites and Mobile Applications) (No.2) Accessibility Regulations 2018

The Regulations came into force on 23 September 2018 and implement the EU Directive on the
accessibility of websites and mobile apps of public sector bodies. The purpose is to improve the
accessibility of public sector websites (including Parish Council sites) so that they can be used by
as many people as possible – this builds on the existing obligations to disabled people under the
Equality Act 2010 and the duty to make reasonable adjustments for disabled people.

This website is run by Irchester Parish Council. We want as many people as possible to be
able to use this website. The website layout and text has been made as simple as possible to
understand. Visitors should be able to navigate the website using just a mouse, mouse pointer
and keyboard. The government has produced an excellent guide for disabled computer users. This
can be found at AbilityNet (https://mcmw.abilitynet.org.uk/) It has detailed advice on making devices easier to use and covers such things as making screen images and text larger using a text reader to convert text to sound, using Voice Recognition to control the computer, increasing mouse pointer sizes etc.

Technical Information about this website’s accessibility

Irchester Parish Council is committed to making its website documents accessible, in accordance with
the Public Sector Bodies (Websites and Mobile Applications) (No 2) Accessibility Regulations
2018.This website designer is HugoFox who have tested the site and stated that it meets the required regulations.
The Web Content Accessibility Guidelines (WCAG) defines requirements for designers and developers to improve accessibility for people with disabilities. It defines three levels of conformance: Level A, Level AA, and Level AAA. Irchester Parish Council is partially conformant with WCAG 2.1 level AA. Partially conformant means that some parts of the content do not fully conform to the accessibility standard.
