GC 

http://www.hothfield.org.uk
mailto:Parish.clerk@hothfield.org.uk
mailto:parish.clerk@hothfield.org.uk
mailto:tax@wheatbutler.com


Volunteers were delighted 

to be back working in covid-

safe ways, repairing fences 

and popping birch saplings 

from late March.  

It was a quiet start for the 

butterfly count volunteer; 

counts only take place if the 

temperature is above 13C 

and sunny, or above 17C and 

overcast, meaning much of 

April was just too cold. On 

31 March four peacocks and 

one each of brimstone and 

small tortoiseshell were 

sighted. These will all have  

overwintered as adults.  We 

hope for many more 

butterflies and moths in May. 

Gardeners can help by 

planting butterfly-friendly 

plants and giving space to 

some wild plants such as the 

biennial garlic mustard (Alliaria 

petiolata), the food plant of 

the orange tip. No dragonflies 

have been seen yet at the 

time of writing.  

Only a few sundew plants 

have uncurled from their 

hibernaculae in the upper bog 

but more will be visible in 

May, as the water warms and 

more insect food becomes 

av a i l ab le .  Co ld  n i gh t 

temperatures have kept the 

water very cold, so the 

spotted heath orchid in the 

upper bog and southern 

marsh in the lower bog may 

be slow to appear, along with 

ragged robin and marsh violet 

(Viola paulustris) in the lower 

bog. Locally common white 

sweet violets (Viola odorata) 

flowered in April in dappled 

shade alongside the purple 

version of this species, with 

primroses, celandine and 

some early bluebells. On 

sunny days in April grass 

snakes, slow worms and 

lizards were observed.  

Hobb ie s ,  sn ip e  and 

bullfinches are among the 

April bird sightings. Listen out 

for nightingales and cuckoos 

in May. Back in March, rooks 

were seen pulling hair off the 

back of the highland cattle for 

nest material, while smaller 

birds were collecting spiders’ 

webs. May is full nesting 

season across the whole

reserve. While rooks nest 

high in mature trees, over half 

of Britain’s breeding species, 

including the stonechat, robin, 

blackbird, skylark, tree pipit 

and chiff-chaff. nest on or 

very near the ground, in the 

heather, long grass, on open 

ground and low in the scrub. 

These are the habitats for 

small mammals too, all part of 

an essential food chain. Birds 

which already face so many 

threats will abandon nests 

and nestlings if disturbed, 

thereby putting at risk the 

next generation of that 

species.
