Local Plan  It was confirmed that a letter had been sent to the Parish Council on behalf of the Steering Committee requesting that part of their response to the Local Plan would include stating the desire of the Steering Committee to work constructively with HDC and was in the process of allocating sites of potential development.
	172. Site Assessment The committee thanked Alan Birch and Richard Mason for all the work they did recording the measurements for all the sites for the Site Assessment.
182.	Site Assessment
	The Site Assessment/Criteria group had met weekly and completed the Matrix form which Charlie had finalized. Unfortunately it high-lighted that the majority of the sites all had similar issues and the exercise was not as helpful as previously hoped. After much discussion it was agreed that more work was required to distinguish between the sites using local knowledge and evidence from the first public meeting in July 2016 and the survey results. 
	Over the next few weeks a group would meet on Wednesday evenings to produce a Vision Exercise similar to the Site Assessment Exercise in order to encapsulate our vision for Fleckney by 2031. This would incorporate a wish list to be gained from developers.
	The committee thanked Helen for the figures she produced based on the survey results  and agreed that these would be factored into the Vision Exercise.

It was agreed to ask Helen Barford from David Wilson what questions had already been asked and if they would allow the Steering Committee to see them to help with the Neighbourhood Plan.
