i) BarnbyFest (2" May) - Clare confirmed that Anthony’s plans are on track; stalls in the Village

Hall will include glassware, mosaic crafts and candles, with the car park hosting flowers,
Newark Community Forst Aid, local Policing team and craft activities; a gazebo can be
borrowed in the event of bad weather; activities on the Green will include toys, logs, hook-a-
duck, crochets crafts, books, games (for which there will be a small charge, and prizes
available) and a charity tombola; open gardens; there will be tea and cake at the Hall for
which donations will be gratefully received; Graham to source haybales for seating; donations
of plants needed for the Church sale; a rota will need to be agreed for gams and stalls; there
may be a last minute addition of a jumble sale safari; donations to the raffle will also be
needed and welcomed; any other support and help would be gratefully received for the event.
