KA would arrange for RC to bring a detailed analysis of the results of the questionnaire to the next meeting for a discussion on the next steps, with a view to holding a public meeting within the next two months.
A financial update had been circulated to councillors prior to the meeting. This showed receipts of £9,634, and expenditure totalling £16,627, leaving a current balance of £5,884. With no further expenditure due this month, this represents the year-end balance.
Planning Application – Church Farm: This application, for construction of a new barn and storage facility, was discussed. There were no objections
IC’s application for match-funding for replacements to the Play Area for £4,000 has received approval from the Big Lottery Fund. Thanks to IC for his prompt work in this respect. Funds should be received within the next month, and have to be expended on the project within three months of receipt. Detailed discussion on the plans for this will take place at next month’s meeting. 
There remains a vacancy on the Parish Council, and Councillors were asked to actively engage with possible candidates. IC has a couple in mind and agreed to approach them.
Meadow Park Industrial Estate: The Clerk reported on a lengthy conversation he had had this week with Janet Upex, who lives adjacent to the Estate. She had expressed a number of concerns which she feels should be taken up with the Planning Dept. in conjunction with the planning application. These include the likely increase in traffic, the need for a better access road, noise from overnight deliveries, overnight HGV parking in the rear access road to her property, and ongoing concerns regarding hazardous chemicals. KA agreed to write to RCC drawing attention to these concerns.
