1. Apologies – None.
2. Declaration of Interests

3. Minutes of the meeting held 16th July 2018
 Minutes of the meeting held 16th July 2018 were approved and signed.
4. Matters arising.
01 Clerk had sourced wheelie bin stickers at a cost in region of 10 for £9 variety of designs. 		Agreed Clerk to speak to N & S D C following on from update from Cllr. R.Blaney.
02 Agreed Clerk to cancel subscription for dongle. 
5. Reports from District & County Councillors.
Cty. Cllr. S.Saddington – confirmed the following:
· Bus service 28 Newark to Mansfield & return had been inadvertently cancelled due to incorrect interpretation of the data & will be reviewed in January 2019. Investigations are taking place to enable funding to be made available to enable a temporary reinstate of the 7.25 Mansfield service (8.18 into Southwell) in the meantime.
· Main Street, Fiskerton road works scheduled for mid November.
· Morton drainage – design scheme yet to be drawn up & Parish Council should be contacted prior to the design being finalised.
· Future improvements – Marlock Close – Clay Pit Lane to be put forward noting raised drains may have to be addressed first.
· Cllr. S.Saddington to investigate Service 300 & provide update.
District Cllr. R.Blaney – confirmed following:
· N & S D C undertaking Safer/Greener Campaign & additional resources provided re dog fouling/fly tipping etc.  To this end wheelie bin stickers were being distributed to bring attention to make district a safer place i.e. road safety etc.  Clerk to contact N & S D C 
· Other Parishes have a list of email addresses for residents in order to be able to contact them in the event of any pressing information i.e health & safety issues, crime & safety advise etc.
6. Members of the Public.  (Standing orders suspended for this agenda item only to enable members of the public to speak).
1 member of the public had been experiencing negative response from N & S D C re a planning application despite the Parish Council supporting the application; however; subsequently the matter had been addressed in a more positive manner.  Resident happy to leave matter with N & S D C at this moment in time.

Chairman confirmed positive meeting 12th September & hopefully October meeting would see a draft document

Resolved to approve payments in line with Appendix ‘A’ to value of £1,077.72, budget monitoring & bank reconciliation as at 31st August 2018 & note receipt of External Audit certificate.
10. To consider events to mark WW1 & WI.
01 WW1 – Cllr. Holtam confirmed enquiries re tea dance instructor had been unsuccessful; however; Local History Society were arranging a special session related to 	local effect of WW1. 
 Approved donation of £100 to Local History Society using funds made available by Cllr S. Saddington
02	WI event – WI had acknowledged receipt of donation.
11. To consider whether the Parish Council wished to support the introduction of  CCTV.
Resident had emailed Parish with a view to consideration of CCTV as part of a ‘creating a safer community strategy .  As an ex Police Officer resident promoted CCTV as a positive feature which makes the villages more secure in conjunction with other measures.  Crime prevention makes criminals think twice.
Agreed unanimously resident to research a crime prevention scheme including the feasibility of CCTV and report back to the Parish Council.				
12. To consider whether to engage in the ‘Trees on the Trent’ Scheme.
Whilst initial thoughts were positive agreed that the Parish Council does not have any appropriate land and future implications re tree maintenance would be expensive.
Agreed not to pursue this scheme.
13. To confirm date for October “Village Clean Up” initiative.
Agreed November 24th 2018 from 1 – 3pm for village clean up.
14. To approve location & design of 2 village signs following successful NCC LIS grant application.

Clerk confirmed that there were 2 incidents of overgrown hedges logged on NCC website for Station area.
