· Electric Charging Points in the village

(a) Highways 
(i) Monthly Report
Cllr I Walker reported that SCC had removed silt and debris from the drain by Priory Cottage, though it was now thought that problems are being caused by a collapsed pipe. Highways are aware and remedial work awaited.
A parking issue in the village, which had been reported to PCSO L Fyne had been resolved following the sale of the vehicle concerned.
Parking opposite the entrance to Toad Hall had been raised as an issue, with SCC Highways advising they were unlikely to take action as there were no parking restrictions. PCSO L Fyne to be made aware.

(b) Footpaths Monthly Report
An application had been made to SCC for the Permissive path recently constructed at The Old Coach House to become the diverted route for the original footpath. It was resolved to support this diversion.
