	Issues raised by members of the public
· A local resident questioned the purpose of the Parish Council and commented on a number of issues that had previously been raised but not resolved such as the planting and rubbish removal.

· Community Governance Reviews were to be undertaken during 2026 with an implementation date of the 2027 elections. Members confirmed the previously submitted request for a boundary change between Brunswick and Hazlerigg was still required.
· The existing but outdated Parish Charter was to be brought up to date and the views of the Parish Councils were invited.
