Parish Council Website update.  
Mr Cleminson gave an update on the PC website. As 
agreed at the previous PC meeting, to comply with 
GDPR Assertion 10 conditions, Hugo Fox are to provide 
the gov.uk domain and a block of 10 emails for all Cllrs, 
Clerk and Albinas Stasaitis as administrator.  
 
Mr Cleminson demonstrated the prototype website and 
gave thanks to Albinas for the work he has put in to 
populate it. The website domain and emails expected to 
be ready within 4 – 6 weeks. The domain is priced at 
£239.99 plus vat per annum and the cost for the emails 
is £209.88 plus vat, which is all within budget.
