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As the weather improves, many Kent residents
begin tidying gardens and planning spring jobs.

They appear
friendly but often charge high prices for poor or
unfinished work, applying pressure to residents
to accept work on the doorstep.

Doorstep criminals look for signs that a resident
may be vulnerable. Garden tools left out or bags
of compost near the door can be used to start a
conversation. They will also look for unkempt
gardens and target the property for a quick

payday!
