PLANNING APPLICATION 19/01702/FUL
COU AGRICULTURAL LAND TO FORM GARDEN AREA FOR NEW DWELLING BEING CONSTRUCTED AT STONEWOLD, ERECT NEW FENCING AND HEDGING FOLLOWING REMOVAL OF HEDGE
LAND REAR OF STONEWOLD AND HORSESHOE, GRAVELLY LANE, FISKERTON. NG25 0UW 
The Parish Council object to the application due to following reasons:
· Outside the curtilage of the Neighbourhood Plan (note original application for a dwelling (18/02204/FUL) shows the site boundary within the village curtilage and did not include any land that is subject of this application.
· Falls within conservation area yet hedges & trees have already been removed part of which is believed to fall under legislation governing ancient hedgerows along with providing a habitat for wildlife moths specifically.  An historical established orchard has also been removed.
· Access – the current access being used for the work is a new one on Main Street which is close to a dangerous, tight bend. (Previous application shows access only from Gravelly Lane.)
· Fence – this is detrimental to the rural street scene & does not blend in with the surrounding rural look of the area plus the height makes it even more unacceptable.
· Loss of the rural character of the village on the main approach road through the village.
· Concerns that if this is approved it would set a precedence for other applications thus extending the village curtilage & encroaching on the rural nature of the village within the Conservation area.
Councillors are so concerned about this application for the above reasons & feel that the enforcement officer should visit the site immediately to halt any further work before the planning application has been decided.
