Wroxeter & Uppington Parish Council

DRAFT Minutes of the meeting held in the Wroxeter Hotel

on Monday, 11th July 2011
1. APOLOGIES: Cllrs L Davies – unwell; V McChesney & J Guttridge – holiday; P Davies & V Amos, work commitments.  Apologies accepted. 
2. PRESENT:  Cllrs B Nelson (Chairman), M Jones, D Millington, M Millington & S Rowlands also SV Cllr C Wild    and Mr R A Pittaway (Clerk).
3. DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS: Cllrs D & M Millington declared both Personal & Prejudicial Interests in Planning Item 7a. 
4. REPORTS: Cllr Claire Wild outlined some of the staffing and other savings to be made by SC over the next 2 years yet maintaining reasonable service levels.  Cllr Rowlands raised the matter of government proposals that all sewage treatment plants are to be adopted by water companies from this October. Residents on the Wroxeter system had received a letter to that effect from Severn Trent Water Ltd.  As it was likely to affect other communities in the parish the Chairman will pursue and copy the letter to Cllr Wild.
5. MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING on 9th May 2011 that had been circulated were accepted by all who were then present and signed by the Chairman
6. ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:

a) PAYE – 6a. The Clerk reported SC’s generous agreement to handle his 4 parish PAYE systems for the time being and had included them on the ALC payroll.  The Clerk expects SC to invoice the parishes accordingly for both individual pay transfers and the tax element sent to HMRC.
7. PLANNING MATTERS:

a) Application for a new sewerage treatment plant adjacent to Wroxeter Court, Brookside, Wroxeter.  Cllrs D & M Millington left the meeting. The Clerk had not received any comment for communication to SC Planning.  It was now too late for any comment to be relevant. After some discussion Cllrs D & M Millington returned to the meeting. 
b) Application for change of use from agricultural land to car park at Holy Trinity Church, Uppington.  There had been no comment on this following circulation by the Clerk in May.
c) Retrospective application for the erection of a summerhouse for wedding ceremonies at Wroxeter Hotel.  The Chairman and Cllr McChesney had canvassed a number of residents but there did not appear to be any strong feelings which might prompt the Parish Council to raise an objection to the proposal.  However, the Clerk was instructed to request SC Planning for two conditions to be applied to any approval. First that no music or amplified speech should be permitted within or in association with the use of this structure and second that should be a requirement for the applicant to contact the closest neighbouring residents after a full season's use of the facility to check whether there would be advantage in adjusting its exact location in order to minimise any impact on those residents.
8. FINANCE:

a) Bank statements showing balances of £1,970.22 (current) & £1,119.88 (deposit).

b) Clerk’s March salary £106.81, WFHA £3 & expenses £14.92 = £124.73. Cheque sent by post in May to Chairman for signature and return, agreed retrospectively.
c) Notification of Clerk’s salary payments after tax made by SC - April/May £171.22 & June £85.61.
d) The Clerk requested approval for his purchase of £20 additional usage capacity from his Internet Service Provider due to the heavy email demands. Split 4 ways - £5 each parish. So approved.

e) April/May/Jun WFHA £9 + May/June expenses £20.98 = £29.98. Cheque approved nem con.

f) Wroxeter Hotel: room charge - £10.00. Cheque approved nem con.
g) The Clerk reported receipt of the Maintenance Grant from SC - £540.00.
9. CORRESPONDENCE: 
a) SC: new Anti Social Behaviour reporting line number will appear in the local magazine.
b) SC: any comments on the review of Polling districts and places should be sent to the Electoral Office.
c) SC: posters on changes to adult social care delivery distributed for placing on notice boards. 
10.  HIGHWAY MATTERS:
a) Cllr Nelson reported that English Heritage had met with SC Highways over the situation at Wroxeter Xroads, who will be adding the agreed work to their forthcoming schedule.  
b) Cllr D Millington was concerned that English Heritage had turned part of their agricultural land into car-parking without a formal planning application for ‘change of use’. The Chairman will pursue.
c) Cllr D Millington reported on the overgrown hedges running down to Patch Lane and suggested it would be more beneficial to cut them now rather that next winter.  The Chairman will pursue.
d) Cllr Nelson reported on the increasing number of large banners being erected on fencing belonging to both English Heritage and National Trust and instructed the Clerk to write to both organisations expressing concern.
11.  SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL MATTERS: 

a) The Clerk reported that SC had renewed the PC’s annual insurance policy with Zurich and an invoice is expected shortly.
b) Cllr Nelson raised a point of interest that he was now a member of the ‘Patient’s Voice’ for the Much Wenlock & Cressage Medical Practice and could be approached if anyone had concerns.
12. NEXT MEETING & CLOSE:
a) The date of the next ordinary meeting of the Parish Council was confirmed as Monday, 12th September 2011 in The Wroxeter Hotel at 7.30 pm.
