172/18 Planning 
(a) Planning Applications Received:
WP/18/00544/FUL – demolition of garage, car port and back addition and replacement with a 2-storey extension to side and rear, and single storey extension to rear – amended plans – 72 Northampton Rd
WP/18/00601/FUL – proposed single storey rear extension – 2 Manor Lane
WP/18/00636/FUL – demolition of rear bootroom and side conservatory.  Addition of a single storey side extension and a first floor to an existing bungalow and a detached garage with storage above – The Bungalow, Brookhill Farm, 14 Main Rd
WP/18/00646/FUL – removal of front dormer and alteration to existing roof light.  Part two storey and part single storey front extension, conversion of the garage to habitable accommodation including the installation of a window in the southern side elevation and provision of 3 parking bays – 118 Northampton Rd
WP/18/00648/FUL – demolition of existing single storey side extension (garage) and erection of detached double garage – 89 Doddington Rd
WP/18/00656/FUL – demolition of a single storey store.  Proposed first floor rear extension and single storey side extension – 9 The Pyghtle
WP/18/00662/FUL – first floor extension over garage including the removal of the existing chimney – 17 Spring Gardens 
Following discussion, it was agreed that an objection and request for site viewing be lodged for application WP/18/00544/FUL due to loss of privacy, loss of light, change in the street scene, and a site viewing be requested for WP/18/00662/FUL due to overdevelopment, loss of light and loss of privacy.  No comments were required on the other application received.

173/18 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – no crime figures were received.  Northants Police be asked to put an article into Barton Today regarding the dealing of drugs in the village and how to report.  The police will be thanked for sending a representative to the Remembrance Sunday parade.
(b) PCC Consultation on Council Tax – comments to be emailed to the Clerk.
(c) Community Speedwatch – it was resolved that Earls Barton take part in Community Speedwatch 2019.

174/18 Sports and Leisure Development
It was reported that DWH are to be contacted regarding concerns about the timings for delivering the football pitch on time, provision of services and provision of a water supply to the cricket pitch.  An Extraordinary Meeting of EBPC with the Project Management Team will be held on 4 December to present the draft plans and to agree the next stages of the project.  

175/18 Finance
(a) ½ Year Bank Reconciliation – the Clerk presented the ½ Year Bank Reconciliation.  Following discussion, it was resolved to approve the bank reconciliation.
(b) Grant Funding – it was resolved to ask EB Music to return the portion of the grant allocated that they will not be spending this financial year.  This will be ringfenced for EB Music in 2019/20.
(c) Finance Committee Meeting – date to be confirmed.
(d) Electricity Renewal Summary – following discussion, it was agreed to sign up for the fixed price offer.

176/18 Personnel Committee
It was resolved that the public and press be excluded for this item in accordance with section 100A of the Local Government Act 1972, on the grounds that it involves the likely disclosure of exempt information of the description shown in Part 1 of Schedule 12A to the Act.
(a) Personnel Committee – it was resolved to adopt the minutes of the Personnel Committee as a correct record.  Following discussion, it was resolved to approve the recommendations of the Personnel Committee in relation to complaints received by the Parish Council. 

177/18 Earls Barton Baptist Church
It was noted that the sale of the Baptist Church is due to complete shortly.  Although no details are available, it is understood that the church will remain a community building. 

178/18 All Saints Church
(a) All Saints Christmas Tree Festival – it was resolved to take part in the Christmas Tree Festival.
(b) Rev Miranda Hayes – details of Rev Hayes leaving event was noted.

179/18 Earls Barton Museum
Following discussion, it was agreed to defer a request for additional storage in the Cemetery Chapel until  the repair works have been completed and an assessment has been made about how much storage the Parish Council require.
180/18 Christmas Lights
A date for putting up the Christmas Lights in the village centre to be confirmed.

181 /18 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Mill Lane Barrier – The Clerk advised figures for criminal activity and fly-tipping had been received for the last two years.  As these were relatively low, it is unlikely that NCC Highways will approve the proposal for a barrier, despite the letters of support received from local residents.  It is important that any untoward activity continues to be reported and the situation will be monitored for future consideration.
(b) EB Cemetery Chapel Repairs – it was resolved to approve a quote for repairs to the Cemetery Chapel roof and to give the Clerk delegated powers to accept a quote for work inside the Chapel should the quote be under £2000.00.
(c) West Street Parking – a date for the residents meeting still needs to be arranged.  Defer to next meeting.
(d) Signpost on The Square – deferred to next meeting.
(e) High Street – details of closure on 25 November noted.
(f) West Street – details of closure on 28 November noted.
(g) Pioneer Sports Field – it was resolved to approve a request for “no dogs” signs.

182/18 NCALC/SLCC/ACRE Correspondence
(a) Northamptonshire Larger Councils Parnership – it was agreed that Cllrs Mills and Rice attend the meeting on 22 November.
(b) NCALC Training Courses – it was resolved that NCALC be asked if they could provide Code of Conduct training for the Parish Council.

183/18 Northamptonshire County Council Correspondence
(a) County Councillor Report – It was noted that Cllr Gough has been advised not to provide further updates to the Parish Council on County Council activity.  It was resolved that a letter be sent to NCC by the Parish Councillors asking why this advice has been given and how EBPC will receive updates during this important time of change in the county
(b) Earls Barton Library – the library remains open and is being run by volunteers.  A Business Plan is now in place and positive discussions are ongoing with NCC about the future of the building. 
(c) Winter Services – it was resolved that the Clerk sign the agreements for taking on responsibility of the grit bins earmarked for removal.
(d) Consultation on draft Local Offer for Care Leavers – the Clerk was asked to respond in support of the consultation.

It was resolved that the public and press be excluded for the remainder of the meeting in accordance with section 100A of the Local Government Act 1972, on the grounds that it involves the likely disclosure of exempt information of the description shown in Part 1 of Schedule 12A to the Act.  Cllr Gough left the meeting at this point.

184/18 Park Street Car Park
It was resolved that Standing Orders be suspended and the decision made at Octobers meeting be revoked in order to discuss the request to attend a meeting regarding Park Street Car Park further.  It was resolved to defer making a decision about attendance until December’s meeting.
