· The Chairman Councillor T.W. Scott declared an interest and left the room, handing the Chair to the Vice-Chair Councillor Mrs Haddow.

· Present : Councillors  Aitchison, Elliott, Huggins, Councillors Mrs Haddow, Hood, Lewis,  Robertson, Robson, County Councillor Trevor Thorne and the Clerk Daniel Metcalf.

· Apologies Councillor P Burns.

· The Clerk informed the Councillors of the purpose of this special Agenda item and handed over to the Vice Chair.

Councillor Mrs Haddow informed the Councillors of her research into making a formal recognition of the 50 years, in January 2020 that Councillor Scott would have been a Parish Councillor.

She had been in touch with Stephen Ricketts from NALC and taken advice from County Councillor Trevor Thorne and Liam Henry from Northd. County Council. 
She had researched other Councils such as Alnwick, Berwick and Lynemouth and others in various areas of the country to investigate who had honoured their Councillors for extraordinary duty.
She explained the procedure and the Law governing honours given to Councillors.  Councillor proposed, seconded councillor Mrs Hood  that the Council bestow upon Councillor Scott the title of Honorary Freeman of the Village of Shilbottle and to have an illuminated address scripted and framed to be presented to him at the January meeting. This was unanimously agreed.
She also stated that the Forum would organise a party for Councillor Scott and it was agreed to invite other organisations in the village to either or both celebrations.
Mrs Haddow also asked for a donation from all Councillors to purchase a gift for Councillor Scott.

It was agreed that Mrs Haddow continue with this project and bring a Report to the December meeting.



Minutes of the meeting held in private on Wednesday December 3rd 2019 chaired by THE Vice Chair in the absence of the Chair who declared an interest.

Councillor Mrs Haddow brought the Councillors up to date on the project. Lord Ridley would read the citation and present the framed scroll to Councillor Scott  and County Councillor Trevor would give the address.
All organisations and businesses in the village had been invited and it was agreed to hire the Sports’ Club as Tommy had been Chair of the former Working Men’s Club for many years.
Councillor Mrs Haddow proposed, seconded by COUNCILLOR Mrs Lewis,  purchasing a silver medal from the Parish for Councillor Scott. This he could wear at Council meetings and all ceremonial occasions.
The cost of the medal would be £280 plus vat which will be reclaimed. This represented less than 60pence per year for dedicated voluntary service.
It was unanimously agreed that Mrs Haddow proceed with the purchase.

Councillor Mrs Haddow stated she would keep everyone informed of progress.
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
