
Irchester Parish Council - Flag Flying Policy

Flags will not be flown during severe weather warning and planned maintenance. 
Responsibility for flag changes will be carried out by P Armstrong, L Brown and J Dunkley
The Union Flag, in accordance with guidance from the Department for Culture and Media

and Sport, maybe flown in recognition of the following occasions:

• 9 January – Birthday of The Princess of Wales
• 20 January – Birthday of The Duchess of Edinburgh
• March (2nd Monday) – Commonwealth Day

• 10 March – Birthday of The Duke of Edinburgh
• 6 May – Coronation Day

• June (date varies) – Official Celebration of His Majesty’s Birthday

• 21 June – Birthday of The Prince of Wales
• 17 July – Birthday of Queen Camilla
• 16 August – Birthday of The Princess Royal

• November (2nd Sunday) – Remembrance Sunday

• 14 November – Birthday of The King
The Union Flag can be flown at half mast:

(a) On the death/funeral of the Sovereign, another member of the Royal Family, the Prime

Minister or other dignitary – as advised by the Department of Culture, Media and Sport.

(b) On the death/funeral of a service personnel from the Borough if requested by a serving councillor or member of the family
(c) To mark Holocaust Day on 27 January along with the flying of the Holocaust Flag

(d) Remembrance Sunday in November
The Irchester flag will be flown every day on the Council flagpoles with the exception of the above.

The Irchester Flag at half mast on the death/funeral of a serving or former:

• local Member of Parliament,

• local Councillor

• employee
If requested by a serving councillor or family member.

Should the Irchester Flag be flown at half mast then the Union Flag will be removed

Other Flags
The Cross of St. George Flag can be flown on St. George’s Day on 23 April.
The Rainbow Flag on the Day against Homophobia on 17 May

The Armed Forces Day Flag on and before Armed Forces Day on 26 June in accordance

with advice from the Chief of the Defence Staff.

The Disablement Flag on International Day of the Disabled in December.

Commonwealth Nation Flags on their National days following any requests

from relevant local community associations and/ or groups of residents (flags to be

provided by the relevant community associations/groups of residents). 

Flags will not be flown during severe weather warning and planned maintenance.
It was agreed that the French Flag would be flown when visitors are present from the Coulon Link, however should their visit correspond with any of the above dates it will be temporarily removed to cover the specific event.
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
