The Clerk went through the budget to date figures and the current variances over 15%. Approximately 50% of the budget is left for the next six months. All the income budget has been received.
Expenditure – Church yard grass cutting over budget by £923.97 – due to hire of equipment, additional work in the church yard by a contractor rather than volunteers.
Income – Cemetery fees £300.00 received – this item is not budged for as burials are not guaranteed. Bank interest over by £205.63 – this is due to the current increase in bank interest rates.
The Clerk then went through the current earmark reserves (EMR) and the Neighbourhood Plan grant which has now been received; this is earmarked to pay for the consultant. The Chair proposed to use some of the EMR for the gate repairs to pay for the labour required to finish the work, Cllr O’Brien then proposed to use the funds to pay for labour; this was seconded by Cllr Savill and resolved by the Council – 3 votes.
		The Clerk then went through the General Reserve figures with the Councillors.
After the review and consideration, Cllr O’Brien proposed to accept the reviews adjustment; this was seconded by Cllr Savill and resolved by the Council – 3 votes.
