	Housing, Planning, Environment and Highways
· Members noted a Fun Run through Dinnington Village would require a road closure of part of Stalks Road.
· Red Route – there would be no parking on the road between Wheatsheaf Pub and Airport.

Airport Consultative Committee
· A presentation had been made to Mr G Mason upon his retirement. His replacement would be in post after June. 
· The Airport had announced passenger figures of 5 million this year, with aircraft increases and new routes. 
· The new Master Plan would be published in 2025. 
· New security equipment was now in use.
· The Airport aimed to achieve Net 0 by 2035 with level 4 being achieved this year. Waste is no longer being sent to landfill and all buses and assisted lifts were now all electric.


Issues Raised by Members
· Members noted cars were reportedly using Pig Alley as a short cut to Co-op Terrace.
· Workmen at the bungalows in Augusta Close, designated for people with special needs, were reportedly playing loud music, disturbing neighboring residents and a large amount of rubbish has been dumped on site.
·  A disturbance was noted at a property in George Street. The Police had been in attendance.
