Minutes of the Monthly Meeting of Stockton Parish Council 
held in the Village Hall, Stockton, at 7.15pm on 17th July 2017

Open Forum
A member of the public (and a PCC member) raised the matter of an annual service for the public clock in the church tower, which is a war memorial, and asked whether the parish Council could find a way to assist with the cost of this annual service which would be £184 plus VAT. The member also indicated that there is a fault in the bell tower which means that the bells cannot be rung at weddings etc., and that the cost of repair is likely to be around £1500. Lastly the matter of the cost of mowing in the churchyard is also likely to be greater than envisaged and the Parish Council will be asked whether its support can be increased.
It was determined that these issues be added to the August agenda in order that they be debated.

The Chairman brought forward agenda item 18 in order that Count Cllr. A. Crump can address the meeting.
Cllr.Crump noted that there has been a planning meeting at Stratford Racecourse with all three tiers of local government in attendance (Parish, District, and County Councils), which allowed all levels to look at some case studies.
There are also some traffic safety issues at schools and he is looking for any ideas that schools and others may have to alleviate the problems.
In response to some queries he noted that rumble strips may not be installed where the distance to houses is less than 200 metres.
Regarding the proposed solar panel arrangement for the filed adjacent to the A426, Cllr.Crump noted that it may generate approximately half a million pounds in the capital programme, but there is no planning application as yet.
Regarding Southam College Cllr. Crump indicated that after the 20021/21 the school will have to re-evaluate its entry criteria.
The Chairman brought 4 highways issues that the Parish Council has with Taylor Wimpey to the attention of Cllr. Crump and will keep him informed of progress or otherwise

A member of the public noted that the auction sale of the St.Michael’s Crescent garages was today and pointed out that s the roofs are likely to be asbestos, who will remove them. The Chairman noted that this removal will be a condition of any planning approval.
