Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting, 
held on Monday 5th March 2018, 7.30pm - Grinshill Village Hall.

Sansaw Estate: James Thompson, and one Parishioner present.
18.18. Welcome and public session. 
The Chairman welcomed members, the representative from the Sansaw Estate and the Parishioner present. There being no items to raise the Chairman moved to the next item of business.
18.19. Co-option.

Councillor T Wycherley proposed, Councillor P Jones seconded, and the Parish Council agreed to move to co-opt Mr Andrew Powell of Birch Hill, 54 The Hill, Grinshill. Members unanimously supported the co-option and Councillor Andrew Powell having completed the paperwork joined the Parish Council round the table.
18.20. To receive apologies for absence and the necessary approval:

PC David Carpenter (operational duties) Flight Sergeant Michael Shaughnessy RAF Shawbury (illness) and Cllr Mrs Stephanie Henney (illness in the household). These apologies were agreed and accepted.
Cllr. Mr Kevin Brazier, tendered his resignation just before the start of the meeting, members placed on record their thanks for his service to the Parish over a number of years and the Chairman agreed to convey these sentiments in a letter. There now existed a casual vacancy on the Parish Council and the Clerk would undertake the necessary steps to inform Shropshire Council.
18.21. To receive Declarations of Interest from Members of the Parish Council

No Declarations received.
18.22. To approve the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held the 08/01/18
Councillor T Wycherley proposed and Councillor P Jones seconded. The Parish Council agreed the minutes unanimously. The Chairman then duly signed the minutes in the presence of Councillors. 
18.23. Matters arising from the Parish Action Plan and minutes not on the agenda: 
1. Parish Action Plan:

Members agreed to the suspension of standing orders to allow for free flow dialogue with those present in the public gallery on items within the action plan with a particular reference to development opportunities that take forward a number of aspirations from within the Parish Plan with the local estates; and the ‘misuse’ of Corbett Wood. After a number of detailed discussions the action plan was amended to reflect the current position in terms of related activity within the Parish Council and will be circulated to members to update their actions. Members then agreed to the reinstatement of standing orders to facilitate the remainder of the Parish Councils business.
2. Matters Arising: No items raised.
18.24. Parish Plan update:
Cllr P Jones updated the Parish Council particularly on the feedback from Shropshire Council and how the subcommittee was involved with the furtherance of the actions. The subcommittee held a meeting with the Sansaw Estate on the 1/2/18 to discuss future development aspirations. A meeting is also planned with the Acton Reynald Estate on the 15/3/18 to have the same type of discussion.
18.25. Website update: 
Cllr P Jones updated the Parish Council on the progress towards ‘handover’ of the website responsibility to Cllr Mrs S Henney; in doing so highlighted to members the amounts of ‘hits’ the new domain had achieved between from the start of the year. All members’ photographs are required to be placed on the web site.
18.26. Grinshill Village Hall: 
Cllr P Jones updated the Parish Council on the activities undertaken by the Village Hall from their minutes since the last meeting. The Village Hall reported a stable financial situation, confirmed they are still seeking a Parish Council representative; highlighted a number of future events including breakfast for dog walkers and ‘whale bone’ to reference two examples. A discussion also ensued about accessing ‘airband’ at the Village Hall. 
18.27. Highways, footpaths & bridleways: 
Concern was raised about the accumulation of litter on the A49; members agreed an email be sent to Shropshire Councillor Simon Jones. The problem of fly tipping as well as an abandoned car was mentioned in terms of Rock Road; members felt some form of barrier would help resolve the problem. Cllr S Lewis agreed to raise the problem. 
18.28. Financial and Audit Matters :
1. Members received and agreed an up to date bank reconciliation paper which is held on the minute file which included cheques 100596 to 100615 for refunds agreed at the last meeting and actioned by. Cllr. A Burr, Cllr.T Wycherley and the Clerk.
