Minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 6th September 2023 at 7:00 p.m. at Cam Vale Community Hall, Wildewood Rise, Longburton

5.     New Councillor Appointment 

The Chairman welcomed all to the meeting and introduced Dermot MacDonald to the Council. It was unanimously agreed to co-opt Dermot MacDonald to be Councillor for Leweston, for which there has been a long-standing vacancy. Proposed JD, 2nd PJ

6.     Public session 

        There were no questions arising. 

7.     Speed Indicator device purchase update and review of roads issues
	
The Chairman noted that the accident on 16th August 2023, the consequence of a car rolling backwards from a driveway across the road, had resulted in the total destruction of the telephone box. This matter was now in the hands of insurers; it was confirmed that the claim would be for the reinstatement of the box and making good the surrounding site. 

A report of the theft of parts of the telephone box had been reported to the police by the Chairman. It was agreed that no attempt should be made to remove the box until it had been inspected by loss adjusters, although it was now becoming something of a spectacle; it was agreed that efforts would be made to cover the debris with a tarpaulin - PJ to action. 

The Chairman noted that a new Speed Indicator Device (SID) and modification had been ordered. The PC is waiting for Dorset Council to take delivery of this equipment and also to install high power solar panels for the SID posts. The SID team will need some additional training in the use of this equipment. The Parish Council and Longburton residents wish to thank all the volunteers supporting these schemes, though additional volunteers are required for both SID rotation and Speedwatch.

Cllr Kell has been in conversation with the Dorset Council concerning further action to minimise speeding in Longburton. This is a slow process but he hopes to have a meeting in the near future to discuss the potential for a pedestrian crossing and any other measures that can be taken to improve road safety in the village. JK suggested that new ‘children crossing’ signage should be considered near the CVCH crossing point. The Chairman noted that a Traffic survey will probably be required to inform any decisions that need to be taken. 

8.     New Community Hall update

The Chairman noted that progress had been made towards resolution of outstanding issues including the replacement of the front door; Crestmoor say that the door modification will be completed by the end of September. 

The issue of light pollution from the building has not been resolved and is under discussion. 
The concern relates to the fire door exit signage and whether these signs can be fully switched off when the building is vacated. It was also noted that the green LED lighting from the front door area was also very intrusive. RF proposed that the PC should work towards the possibility of having a ‘dark building’ policy. The Chairman advised that Chis Crooks of the New Hall committee will review this issue with RF and this will be discussed again at the November PC meeting. 

PJ advised that the badminton court lines need additional marking. PJ to forward a diagram showing which lines need adding. This will be taken up by the committee. The Chairman advised that the CVCH may make a small loss in the first year although there are sufficient reserves in the medium term.  

The issue of arrangements to control use of the parking spaces is under review; spaces are equipped with sockets to effectively ‘block in’ unauthorised users. There are a number of possible enforcement measures which could be taken but no decisions have been taken. It was noted hitherto that there had not been a significant problem but it was important to agree a policy before unauthorised parking becomes normalised; modified signage including a contact telephone number will be required.
