	073/25
	To receive and accept apologies for absence:  Cllr Jackson sent his apologies

	074/25
	To receive and note declarations of interest: It was noted that Cllr Cope’s wife is the clerk. None others noted.

	075/25
	To accept as a true record of the meeting the Minutes of the previous meeting: 
Minutes from the meeting held on 23rd July 2025 were accepted as a true record of the meeting and signed by the Chair.

	076/25
	To receive and note reports from District and County Councillors: Cllr Jackson sent an email saying that the A6097 will be fully closed between 8pm and 6am during the resurfacing for safety reasons.  The operations team are meeting on Friday to discuss what happens when someone wants access.

Cllr George reported the communications that came from Via said there would be access for residents and emergency services.  The information is unclear.  Cllr Jeffery confirmed that one event has cancelled at the Village Hall as they won’t be able to leave.  She confirmed that a new A6097 Messenger group has been started to discuss any issues.

	Planning: 
a. Applications: 25/01241/FUL| External seating, bar area and wall.| Tom Browns Brasserie The Old School House Trentside Gunthorpe Nottingham NG14 7FB: No objections

25/01325/ADV|Erection of 4 fascia signs|The Anchor 80 Main Street Gunthorpe NG14 7EU: No objection 

25/01342/FUL|Installation of a Marquee with a retractable roof in the courtyard|The Anchor 80 Main Street Gunthorpe NG14 7EU: The council are unsure as to why it says Marquee as it appears to be an application for a retractable roof.  It essentially doubles the size of covered area.  Cllr Jeffery raised issues about car parking – the application says they are using the riverfront car park (which is owned by Marston’s) and that there is plenty of roadside car parking (which there often isn’t now).  Concerns were raised about noise after 9pm – if the area is covered will this be treated as an inside area.  The council want assurances that it will still be classed as an outdoor area and therefore subject to the 9pm noise restrictions.

A parishioner has reported that a house is being built on the Gunthorpe side of The Cedars. Councillors are not aware of this but will pass on the concern.  ACTION: GPC to report a possible planning breach online. 

b. Decisions: 25/00233/FUL| Reinstatement of public house/restaurant, including occasional use for weddings, events and guest accommodation; external improvements and renovations including replacement rear 'link' building, re-rendering, alterations to vehicular access, hard and soft landscaping.| Former Anchor Inn 80 Main Street Gunthorpe NG14 7EU: PERMITTED

	Financial Matters:
a. To note payments received and authorise accounts for payment – Clerk pay for Aug APPROVED
b. To approve monthly bank reconciliation balance at Unity = £9658.85.  HSBC balance at 6/8 £43596.44 APPROVED.  

On 18/8 Cllrs Jeffery and Hill visited HSBC and closed the account.  The balance was transferred to Unity after the agenda was set, so Unity balance is now £53255.29.  HSBC have still not sent any paperwork about the account closure.

Direct Debit forms for British Gas and Public Works Loans Bureau were signed in order for payment to be collected from Unity instead of HSBC.

c. The PC need to renew their ICO registration as the details have not been updated and the fee not paid this year.  It will be £52 or £47 if a Direct Debit is set up. Direct debit forms completed and NC to send off.

	Environmental Matters/Nature reserve: Problem on footbridge at the Nature reserve – one board is split between nature reserve and Lowdham’s Caravans.  ACTION: NC to contact County Council.  Cllr Hill reported that Lynn Preece had been down to look at the nature reserve.  Some of the trees are still doing ok, better than expected.  She thought the paths were looking neat and tidy.  ACTION: Cllr Hill to contact Richard Ward to see if he can do the spraying and replanting of failed trees in the near future.

	Flood Resilience Scheme: Cllr George sent a report via email before the meeting.  The flood team have been up at Fuller’s end and been through the drainage and cleaned the culverts.  They have not completed the culverts under the horse field, as they need to make contact with the owners for access.  They will then look at Hall’s drain, where the blockage is likely to be.  He urged that we need photographic evidence of any flooding problems to send to the team.  All flood equipment is now in the flood stores.  There are 2 pumps at Laburnum Cottage, one at the Village Hall and the other will be at flood store on the A6097.

	Highways and public rights of way: Cllr George asked whether Via are looking at resurfacing Main Street.  Cllr Jeffery confirmed they are not currently planning to.  Cllr George will ask Via what the percentage of repair is and when it will be resurfaced.  He will also ask for better 20 MPH signs as the current ones are being ignored.  Cllr Cope confirmed that these signs are not legally binding and are just advisory, which is why they are grey.  ACTION: Cllr George to contact Via regarding resurfacing and 20 MPH signs.
Cllr Cope discussed the email from Ellie Jaycock regarding the speed limit on the A6097.  He suggested asking for another meeting onsite, as the email did not address all of the points raised.  ACTION: Cllr Cope to request another meeting for A6097

	082/25
	Village Hall, Play park and playground: Cllr Palmer was not at the last Village Hall meeting.  Cllr Jeffery reported that the PC had agreed to buy a new bench for the Playpark.  This is still ongoing and more quotes are needed.

	083/25
	Riverside: Cllr Jeffery said that the PC now have a contact in Marston’s.  A meeting is arranged with 2 members of the parish.  If there is a possibility to move forward on the purchase of Marstons land, a meeting with all parties will be arranged.
ACTION: NC to write to the Marstons contact and repeat the concerns regarding safety.  It was suggested that the Police and Fire Brigade are copied in.  Cllr Cope to ask to attend the initial meeting with Marston’s.

	Website update: Still waiting for the gov.uk domain to be confirmed by Nominet.  NC and RG have attended Assertion 10 training and are starting to work on IT policy. NC asked all Cllrs to complete a questionnaire about the data they keep to inform the IT policy.
