3.1. Progress report from the Town Clerk in respect of the Green Britain Centre – It was clarified that 
the district councillors had been invited to attend the meeting as they were present when the 
Town Clerk, and some Councillors met with Breckland Members to discuss the vision of a 
community building project, and the deadline of 16th August for offers.


The Town Clerk updated Cllrs on the meetings and discussions that had already taken place. 
Initial soundings regarding the ideas had been positive. Cllrs were asked to consider pre-
conditions to any offers so that all aspects of facilities needed in Swaffham could be 
accommodated. 
3.2. Progress report in respect of Days Field – It was reported that Jeremy Stacey was in discussion 
with planners and moving ahead with reinstating outline planning for the development of Days 
Field. 
3.3. To consider issues and options to finalise details for 16th August deadline and to make a revised 
bid for the Green Britain Centre – A draft business plan was presented, some sections remain to 
be completed when all information is available. It was noted that it was difficult to finalise plans 
without firm information regarding the sport and leisure provision to be commissioned by 
Breckland. Cllrs discussed the facility, what might be achieved with a community building and 
the need to attract a sustainable tenant as well as bring community services together. The 
condition of the building and the merit of a land swap was discussed.

It was proposed by Cllr Edwards, seconded by Cllr Bell that an offer to swap Days Field for the 
Green Britain Centre buildings and site, freehold to freehold be made to Breckland District 
Council subject to contract.
It was unanimously agreed that an offer to swap Days Field for the Green Britain Centre buildings and site, freehold to freehold be made to Breckland District Council subject to   contract.
