


	St Juliot Parish Council

Minutes of a meeting held on Wednesday 16th April 2025 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate. 

Present:  Chairman Cllr Langley, Cllrs Mason, I Penny, S Penny and Trevennor, Cornwall Cllr Barry Jordan, the clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor, Mr David Senior, who will become a St Juliot councillor on 1st May, and Mrs Louise Martin of Tresparrett.

25/01        Apologies:  No apologies were given. No Changes of Interest were recorded. 
 
25/02	The Minutes of the last meeting, held on 26th November 2024, were read, agreed and signed as a true record by the Chairman. Matters arising: none. 

25/03	Planning
a) PA25/01380 Proposal to remove existing mobile home as it is leaking and old. Replace with wooden cabin on the same area at Treglevum, Marshgate, for Miss Wendy Farrant. The councillors discussed the plan and returned “no objections” as it was roughly like for like.
b) General matters relating to planning. None arising.

25/04	Finance
a) The financial statement for the year ending 31st March 2025 and that for this month were circulated among the councillors, and were approved, and signed by the Chairman. The clerk requested that the council look into online banking, as it made keeping the accounts easier.
b) Authorisation of payments: chq 020 for £224.20 was issued for the clerk’s remuneration, the clerk explaining that the larger amount was because she has not claimed since October. The Chairman had visited Alfie Prout, who undertook grass cutting last year, and he is able to do it this year at £675, and Mr Biscombe has already started cutting the Triangle Green.
c) LMP: the forms have been returned to accept the grants
d) CIL status. A large TV screen has been purchased for the hall, for the use of hall users, at a cost of £714.99 from CIL monies. This leaves £3,392.75 of the grant money, which has a 2027 spending deadline. Some discussion took place about security, and it was agreed Cllr Trevennor would organise invisible security marking for the device. Cllr Trevennor had written a letter formally confirming the donation of the screen to the hall, which he handed over to Cllr Langley, who is Chairman of the hall committee. 
Cllr Trevennor and the clerk had attended an online meeting about CIL and other matters, and felt they now had a better understanding of it. 
More grant money may be available, due to upgrading of the wind farm at Cold Northcott.
e) Audit: the clerk has the AGAR in hand ahead of next month’s Annual Meeting.

25/05	Correspondence had been forwarded before the meeting. 

25/06	The Triangle Green. Mrs Louise Martin, a Tresparrett resident, has been looking into the possibility of turning this piece of land into a useful playground for children, who currently have nowhere to play outdoors in the village. Cornwall Council had sent the Parish Council a form to complete agreeing to the devolution of the site to the PC, but had then said this was not necessary as other discussions were proceeding. The councillors felt, however, that we should proactively seek to acquire the piece of land.
	The Triangle Green has a low fence around it, originally installed to prevent cars from being parked on the grass, but no play equipment. Mrs Martin envisages geocell-type surfacing, which gives firm ground through which grass can grow, and some play equipment, with a better barrier fence to keep children safe from traffic.
	Cllr Jordan said grant funding might be available from several sources, including Tesco, the Co-op and the National Lottery. A maintenance budget might also be required, and there would need to be public liability insurance, which could be added to the Parish Council’s own parish insurance, perhaps at no great cost.

25/07	Reports. Cllr S Penny reported that the Happy Crafters are going well, with 15-20 attendees. Mrs Trevennor reported that the Mowesi are doing well, with a slight increase in membership, and have recently planted another Forest for Cornwall sapling tree outside the hall. The hall itself is doing well generally. The whist drive is going well and the dance club (audible as the meeting proceeded!) is still proving popular, as is the bowling. The shop is also doing well, and the new coffee shop is proving a success.

25/08	AOB: the Chairman thanked Cllr Mason, who is standing down next month, for her many years of service to the council.

25/09	The Annual Meeting and Annual Parish Meeting: the date of Wednesday 14th May was agreed.
