	Housing Issues
The Chair indicated that a Housing Officer had been invited to attend the meeting to discuss various issues raised by members and residents. As no Officer attended, it was hoped that they might attend the next meeting.

	Issues raised by members of the public
The following issues were raised:-
· A collapsed ceiling had occurred at 19 Cheviot View following a leak in the loft space.
· Reporting Housing repairs using the new system was a problem for residents.
· An inability to get to the stopcock had been reported but not resolved.
· A question about replacing lead water pipes in bathrooms was raised.
· Mold and a damaged front door were a problem in 5 Brunswick Grove.
· Grass cutting in the village was very poor.
· Dog fouling of pavements in Main Street was an increasing problem.
· The perimeter hedge at 19 Grey Street was overgrowing the footpath.
· The poor state of the underpass was discussed; it was unclear whether it was the responsibility of the City or North Tyneside.
· Motorbikes were a problem in the village. The police were aware of the problem.
· The footpaths in the village were in an appalling state.
· The lack of shopping baskets in the One Stop shop was due to thefts.
· It was confirmed that the Parish Council had consciously decided not to have its own Facebook page for fear that it would be abused.
· A number of white goods had been dumped behind Brunswick Park Centre.
· Stones were being thrown at cars travelling though the Underpass.
