No questions were raised on either of the reports.
4. REPORT from the MAYOR and TOWN CLERK

4.1 Mayors report:
A Zoom meeting regarding Reserved Matters for a proposed development South of Norwich Road is being arranged for Tuesday 17th November at 2pm. Details will be circulated to Councillors in due course.
4.2 Urgent reports, correspondence, or information at the Mayor’s discretion:
a) Cllr Beech read out her proposal for two possible events. A Scarecrow Scavenger Hunt and Christmas tree competition. The Scarecrow hunt would be held in the half term week beginning Saturday 13th February 2021. The theme for the scarecrows would be Covid Heroes. She hoped that families and local businesses would all engage. The Christmas Tree competition would run up to and be judged on 5th January 2021 on the Twelfth Night of Christmas. There would be about 6 different categories. After a brief discussion it was proposed to go ahead with the two events.
It was agreed to go ahead with the two events, the Scarecrow Scavenger Hunt, and the Christmas Tree competition.
b) Cllr Scott gave an update on two planning applications coming up. Radical amendments had been made to the Old Sixth Form application. He asked the Councillors to read the Heritage and Design & Access papers. The second application, the new Barrett’s site, had also made amendments which were from suggestions put by the Council. He asked them to look through the papers dated November; these were the relevant ones to read.
Cllr Colman mentioned that the White Paper responses had been good. The results should be up on the Breckland website soon.

4.3 Town Clerks Report and any Councillors Questions - 
a) Update on Saturday Market operation through lockdown.
It was reported that the market ran well on Saturday, with no incidents of concern to reported. Reduced rents would be given to the stall holders for those not able to attend due to government restrictions.
b) Cancellation of Christmas Market.

Cllrs noted that we are in the process of refunding traders their pitch fees. The Christmas lights are to be put up in the final week of November and will be turned on without ceremony. Thanks, were given to Mr Andrew Francis, who has again arranged for a cherry picker. 
c) Change to arrangements for the Men’s Shed.

Cllrs noted that Men’s Shed had thanked the Council but declined the offer of accommodation as they had found a more permanent solution.

During discussions that followed Cllr Colman was asked about Dementia support. He replied that it sits more naturally within NCC and they would not want to duplicate any work already ongoing, therefore, it may not come under MTI funding.

Cllr Colman confirmed that the walking app was funded, and it is in the final stages. There is a chance it could be added to the Breckworld Tourism app. 

Cllr Scott mentioned that Barratts may be open to considering a walking app under Sec106. Cllr Colman replied that it may be a quicker way to accomplish the app.

Consultation on the council’s proposed share of Council Tax and its savings proposals will take place up until 14th December, at www.norfolk.gov.uk/budget . 

I would like to encourag people to take part in the consultation, to help the council shape its priorities at a time of almost unprecedented risk and uncertainty. 

We must now plan for the ‘triple whammy’ impacts of rising budget pressures, uncertainty over Government funding, and the financial challenges associated with COVID-19. 

About the consultation: 
The council is consulting on the level of Council Tax and adult social care precept. People can also comment on the proposed budget approach and savings proposals. 

Two specific proposals people can comment on in detail include reducing the amount of roadside grass cutting and reducing opening hours at recycling centres. 

People can respond at www.norfolk.gov.uk/budget or write to Freepost Plus RTCL-XSTT-JZSK, Norfolk County Council, Ground floor – south wing, County Hall. Martineau Lane, NORWICH, NR1 2DH – they do not need to use a stamp. 

Vital services to keep running during lockdown 
Norfolk County Council has released the list of services that will continue to be delivered, face-to-face, in line with the Government’s guidelines. Others will move online or be suspended during the national restrictions, to help curb the spread of the virus by reducing social contact. 

The following will continue as face-to-face services throughout the next month: 

Social care visits and support for vulnerable people - children, families and adults, Home care, Schools, School crossing patrols, Household waste and recycling centres, Registration of births (registration of deaths will continue by phone), Bus and park and ride services for key workers and school pupils, Fire and rescue services. 

The following will cease face-to-face services and, where appropriate, will offer some elements online: 

Museums, Libraries, Weddings, Classroom-based adult learning. 

Further details about specific elements of adults’ and children’s services will be outlined to service users. 

Search for creative names launched as seven new high-tech gritters ready to keep Norfolk’s roads safe this winter 
Seven new high-tech gritting vehicles will be helping keep Norfolk’s roads safe this winter, and Norfolk County Council has launched a competition to find seven creative names from Norfolk school children. 

The seven new vehicles are being rolled out this winter as part of Norfolk County Council's plans to update and replace its fleet of gritters. Over the winter months Norse highways crews are available every day to grit 49 routes that cover more than 2,200 treated miles across Norfolk. 

A call for names went out to Norfolk’s schools last week, asking for children aged 5 - 11 to come up with their best ideas over the half-term break. Teachers should submit their top three when term continues again using the online form. 

The winning entries will be announced on Monday 9 November and be written on the new gritters along with the school it came from.

Breckland Council launches £6m business support package

Breckland Council is rolling out a support package totalling in excess of £6m to help the district's businesses through lockdown and beyond.
The programme brings together locally-designed and funded activities, to complement the new wave of nationally funded lockdown business grants. It comprises initiatives designed to help existing and new businesses to thrive, individuals to adapt to the pandemic jobs market, and vital funding to keep businesses going during lockdown.
What is included in the £6m package?

 Lockdown Grants - Grants of up to £3,000 for businesses which have had to close because of the new regulations for the second lockdown. Funding is based on the 'rateable value' for each

business premise, and can be accessed immediately by a claim on the Breckland Council website.

 Employability support - Individuals who have struggled to find opportunity in the jobs market will

be able to access free employability advice and support, in the form of 1-to-1 and group sessions,

delivered via Covid-safe online support.

 New business grants - Those who have lost employment because of the pandemic, or are struggling to access the jobs market, will be given the support to start their own enterprise. Grants are being made available of up to £10,000, along with access to expert advice and support, to help people take this opportunity to make a fresh start.

 High Street Start Out - Those who want to start a new High Street business will also be given access to funding and advice to help make a start-up viable, as part of a drive to help bring new offers to the High Street across Breckland.

 Digital support for Businesses - Breckland retailers and shops will be able to access expert training and advice, as well as gain small grants to help buy in new technology, launch a website, or improve existing digital presence and advertising.

 Hospitality & Leisure Grants - For businesses looking to expand or adapt their offer to reach more customers under social distancing rules.
Market Town Initiative

Last week the three Breckland Ward Members for Swaffham met with Mark Robinson, Rob Walker, Andrew Holdsworth and Cassie Ruffle to discuss the suggestions put forward by the Town Council and agree a plan of attack

to move forward.
As a result of that meeting, Breckland Officers are continuing to investigate options for this year’s £50,000 with a view to tackling the air quality issues that have been ongoing for some time now. Although a City Tree specifically is unsuitable due to our market research the brief for team is to find a sustainable alternative by the end of this year.
We are also looking at the following two instalments of £50,000 which can be pooled together. My personal opinion is this money cannot and should not be spent on vanity projects that do not contribute to GVA and the local economy through protecting and supporting businesses and jobs.
