Speed Watch

Since September 2018, your Westgate-
on-Sea Town Council has been actively
dealing with the concerns of residents and
Councillors alike, on the excessive speeds
that drivers reach along our wide, and
narrower, residential highways. Thanks to
the commitment of our Town Clerk

Gill Gray and Councillor Matthew Scott,
Community Speed Watch (CSW) is an
active and committed initiative.

We have a few volunteers who come out, in all
weathers, to help record and highlight the very
real problem of excessive speeds on our roads,
but more of these volunteers are needed to
support the positive work. Up-to-date statistics
show us the benefits of Nationwide CSW
initiatives: as of 30th August 2019, in Westgate-
on-Sea alone, 141 vehicles were recorded

and reported during this year as exceeding the
lawful speed limit at locations in Minster Road,
a frequently reported high risk area, and along
Sea Road another ‘black’ spot.

During the same period over the whole country
87,843 vehicles were recorded.

What is CSW and why volunteer?

It is a National initiative who'’s aim is to educate
and reduce unnecessarily excessive speeds in
residential areas. CSW depends on the support
of active members from local communities, the
objective is to monitor the speed of vehicles by
using speed detection devices which highlight
vehicles exceeding the set speed limits.

These speeds are then recorded and referred
to the Police, with repeat offending, resulting in
enforcement and prosecution.

There is little doubt that Westgate-on-Sea
is a beautiful place, with a long coastline
that contains not just one, but two,
stunning bays.

Walking along the clifftop between West Bay

& St. Mildred’s Bay is something that both
residents, and visitors to our wonderful resort,
regularly do. But it is a long walk, so a bench,
perhaps with a roof seems a good idea - as we
all know, British weather often means rain, even
at the height of a hot Summer - so more of a
‘Shelter’, than just a mere bench. And, thanks to
the forethought of people living here in the past,
there are indeed a couple of Shelters on this
very route.

The Town Council brought one of these up to a
good condition a few months ago - but there was
another, and it was in a very, very, poor state of
distress. Located by the North End of

St. Mildred’s Road there was a shelter that was
in such a poor condition, that it was unusable.
The Town Council were going to bring this one
up to scratch as well, but before they even got
the chance, a couple of residents decided to
don aprons and do it themselves - what’s

even more incredible is that one of them, MW,
doesn’t even live in the Town!

Working alongside MW, PT ripped out all the
rotting parts of the Shelter, fitting new timber,
metal & concrete where needed (and there was
a lot needed!). The glass was replaced and

the roof partially overhauled, with the intention
to fully replace it, with a tiled roof, next year.
Many, many other tasks in renovating this
dilapidated edifice were also performed and,
finally, the renewed, rejuvenated, we could even
call it re-born, Shelter was painted - and even
this was done to a high standard, obviously in
Red, White & Blue!

So, if you are walking along the clifftop between
West & St. Mildred’s Bay, and fancy sitting down
‘en route’, there is now a beautiful shelter for you to
do just that in. And, who knows - one, or even both,
of the volunteers who resurrected this, now iconic,
Shelter might even see you sitting there, perhaps
enjoying the panoramic views out to sea? So,
whilst there, why not raise a, perhaps theoretical,
glass in thanks to the two intrepid & determined
volunteers, who made all this possible - PT & MW.

Westgate-on-Sea
Cricket Club
WESTGATE Cricket Club originally began

life as a church side in 1927. At that
time there were two clubs in the village:

One was known as Westgate and the other

was the St. Saviour’s Club.

In 1937 Westgate disbanded and at the AGM
meeting of the St. Saviour’s Club in March 1937
it was decided that they would now be known
as Westgate-on-Sea Cricket Club. The annual
subscription in that first year was 5 shillings and
6 pence (around 27p in “new” money). In 1951
Westgate obtained exclusive use of Hawtreys
Field, Westgate, renting the ground from the
Kent County Council. They have played there
ever since (for those who don’t know, Hawtreys
field is next to St Saviours Junior School).

The Club play a lot of Indoor 6-aside Cricket
here in Thanet with a very competitive league
structure. Westgate entered four teams with the
first team playing in Division One where they
were in the Senior Cup-Final (came second).
The second team won Division Two quite
comfortably and the third team won the Lower
Divisions Cup, so a fair amount of success that
they have carried into the outdoor season.

The Club’s main aim in 2019 has been to start
the climb back into the Kent Leagues. The first
team have got off to an excellent start and find
themselves in the top 3, with just a few games
to go. The aim of the second team is to have

a bit more fun and to bring the juniors through.
So far this year, although they are currently
bottom, a good number of the juniors have
played and performed excellently which is very
encouraging for the future.

o~

On the subject of juniors, over the years the
participation in cricket has dropped dramatically.
A couple of years ago, the committee decided

it was time to reverse this trend and invest in
youth. In May 2016 a youth development officer/
Coach was appointed, and the new venture
started with just 10 children. Since then the
project has grown and last year, we had over
40 junior members present at some Sunday
sessions. One of the added benefits is that you
often acquire a parent or two who suddenly
starts playing again.

So, if you have a child who fancies playing,

or fancy playing again yourself please get in
touch as they consider themselves a community
club. Around half their adult membership is
local to Westgate & Birchington and for the
juniors the number is nearer 90%. Westgate run
two league teams on a Saturday playing in

the Kent Regional League and one team on

a Sunday. Junior coaching is every Sunday
morning from 9:30 until 11:00.

Thanet

Food Link

Thanet Food Link is a registered charity,
which has been operating an independent
food bank since April 2013. It is run by
volunteers within Thanet to serve the needs
of those without food in our community.

Using a voucher system, Thanet Food Link take
referrals from agencies who work directly with
people in need, such as Children’s Centres,
support agencies, schools, associations supporting
disabled people, Community Centres and NHS
Health Trainers. The voucher a client receives
provides them, and those in their household, with
a minimum of 3 days emergency food.

Westgate-on-Sea Town Council is now a
designated collection point for non-perishable food.
All donated non-perishable food collected will be
taken to the Thanet Food Link warehouse where it
will be packed into emergency food parcels before
going to distribution centres in Thanet.

If you wish to donate any non-perishable food,
then please visit our website for a full list of
suggested foods. Currently Thanet Food Link
would be grateful for any donations of pot
noodles, baked beans, jam and cereals. You can
drop your donations off at the Westgate-on-Sea
Town Council Office between 9.30am to 12.30pm

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New Community
Initiatives

Two new groups have been established at
the Westgate Town Council offices to bring
local people together.

The Friendship Group meets every week on a
Thursday morning and the Deaf Club meets once
a month on the third Friday.

The aim of the Thursday morning friendship
group is to bring local people together in a
friendly, safe atmosphere where they can meet
both old and new friends. The idea behind this is
to tackle social isolation and loneliness.

The friendship group has become intergenerational
with people of all ages coming together enjoy

a morning that is full of chatter and laughter.
Cards and board games are available for grown
ups to enjoy and there are toys, games and
puzzles for children. Dogs are welcome and are
looked after with biscuits and water bowls.

The Friendship Group meets every Thursday
morning from 9:30 am to 12:00 noon at the
Town Council Offices which is opposite the
Carlton cinema in St Mildred’s Road. Westgate.
Refreshments are available with tea, coffee,
squash, biscuits and cakes galore.

The Deaf Club meets on the third Friday of the
month and aims to improve opportunities to meet
other people who are deaf, have hearing loss

or have a personal connection with someone
who does. People of all ages have been coming
along to meet each other and in keeping with

the Friendship Group there is plenty for both
adults and children to do. This space offers a
relaxed and supportive environment for those
who use British Sign Language (BSL), lip read or
oral communication.

Both hearing and non-hearing are made very
welcome with plenty of tea, coffee, cakes and
biscuits available to enjoy. The group runs on
the third Friday of the month from 9:30am to
12:00 noon at the Town Council Offices that
are opposite the Carlton Cinema in St Mildred’s
Road Westgate. The next meeting will be on
18th October followed by 15th November and
20th December.

Westgate now has a major new restaurant
to add to its attractions — Finbar’s
Restaurant and Bar, overlooking West
Bay. It’s above the well-loved West Bay
Café, familiar to thousands of visitors and
residents as a welcoming beach café.

The panoramic views from the restaurant and bar
are simply stunning, with ‘to-die-for’ sunsets looking
towards Reculver.

- the best of British (roast dinners are served on
Sunday) is matched with an emphasis on seafood,

and there are plenty of vegan and vegetarian
options. The front of house team, headed by
Mike Batty, will do their best to ensure all needs
are catered for. What is Alan’s impression of the
venture so far? He responded, “We couldn’t be
happier — it's exceeded all expectations”.

2000 houses for

Westgate-on-Sea

A quick update by Clir Dr Hannah Scott for
our residents regarding the 2000 houses
allocated on the farmland south of Westgate
and Garlinge.

Westgate-on-Sea Town Council has written to
various MPs asking if they feel that the destruction
of this farmland is, in their opinion, reasonable
and sustainable. The Town Council believes that
the fields should be preserved for food and not
for houses, especially in this time of uncertainty
around Brexit and Climate Change. We asked
them how the irreversible destruction of the best
and most versatile agricultural land can really

be sustainable development? We pointed out
that over 7000 houses are planned to be built

on farmland around Birchington, Westgate,
Shottendane Road, Nash Road and Westwood
Cross. We await their answers with bated breath.

Meanwhile, Millwood Homes (developers, owned
by Places for People) has informed the Town
Council that they are nearly ready to publish

the master plan of the 2000 houses for public
consultation. We will keep residents informed of
this on our website and in the office windows.

The Town Council will continue to speak to decision
makers to raise our concerns over this issue.
