Minutes of the Tarrant Hinton Parish Council Annual Parish Assembly meeting held in the Village Hall at 7.00pm on Monday 3rd June 2019

Reports were given as follows:

1/1/19 Finance:
a) At 31/3/2019 the balance at the bank was £1628.78, an increase of £950.66.
	Expenditure for the year was £874.91. Receipts were £2503.62.
	
	b) The “normal” Parish Council expenditure was £399.41.

c) Precept £600. Receipt of the Receipt is now delayed until the end of April, although Council Tax is still collected at the beginning of the month.

d) Current balance at 13rd June 2019 is £148.39, since the last meeting the Insurance premium of £180.32 has been paid to Zurich Municipal. 

e) The Annual Accounts for the year ended 31 March 2019 and the Annual Governance statement 2018/19 were approved by the Council and signed by the Chairman and the Clerk. It was noted that:
1) All items of income and expenditure were reported at each Parish Council Meeting, together with a Bank Reconciliation.
2) All expenditure was paid by cheque and required two signatures
3) The Parish Council has no cash.
4) The Parish Council on had considered the risks arising for noncompliance with the law (Q2)  and potential litigation(Q8) considered and the Council was satisfied with current arrangements.

f) The Council had considered the Annual Governance requirements and were satisfied that the existing procedures reported in the last minutes continued to be satisfactory 
         g) The Council thanked the Internal Auditor, Mr R Ellis for his continued    
          assistance.	

2/1/19 Planning:
	1) The following planning applications were received in the last year:	
	a) 2/2018/0034 78 Extension to No 2 SFC – No Objection - Decided

2) The proposal for replacing a disused cow shed with a new building creating more office space for the Tarrant Hinton Business Park was discussed. It was noted that in addition to a high standard of office space, temporary provision for accommodation for a farm worker would be included. The proposal would be reviewed with the Planning Officer on 6th June.  

3) Extension to Apple Cottage: Initial discussions with the Planning Department had proved unsatisfactory. Due to the requirement to disassociate the new extension from the existing listed cottage, the latest scheme was impractical and failed to meet the needs of the family. Councillor Jespersen offered to help resolve the issue.

3/1/19 Highways:
1) The proposal for the Parish to install “White Gates” at the entrance to the village on the A354 would be discussed with Rolly Skeats, Community Liaison Team Leader. The request for larger signage had been turned down by Highways as larger signs would have more windage and would therefore require stronger posts and foundations. 
2) Cllr Jespersen set-out the procedure for the installation of Speed Indicator Devices. Dorset Highways would have to assess current speeds and suitable sight lines before the Parish could consider purchasing a unit at approx. £3,000. 




4/1/19 Steam Fair:
The Chairman and Clerk attended a Traffic Subcommittee meeting arranged by GDSF in May. 
a) GDSF have reverted to their original traffic company and are in legal dispute with last year’s operators.
b) Speed limits and their locations and no parking arrangements have been discussed with Highways and GDSF. Awaiting confirmation of 1) 40mph not 30mph, 2) reduction of length of speed limit on A354
c) Provision of enforceable cones for Tarrant Hinton on Valley Road and A354. The clerk would ask for Northfield to be included in the coned area.
d) Confirmation of new signs with correct locations on “Top Road” and by “True Lovers Knot”.

5/1/19 Church:	
a) Copies of the Church Annual Report are available from the Treasurer (Mr T Smith). 
b) The accounts are in balance with an annual income of £11,000. It was noted that the “share” the local contribution the provision of clergy is currently £7,000 pa.
c) The Rector will retire in the next 18 months. The precise timing will depend on suitable accommodation being found.

6/1/19 Village Hall:
	a) Bookings and General Use continue to be satisfactory
b) Income and general finances are sufficient for the Hall to be self-s financing.
 c) Steps would be taken to improve the control of the LED lighting.
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7/1/19 Home-Watch:
1) The Chairman, Home-Watch Coordinator, warned that all the normal 
scams were still operating: Distraction Thefts, Oil thefts, Telephone scam, Out building and Gardening equipment thefts.
Keep your eyes open and challenge (with caution if necessary) anything that looks odd or out of place and report it to the police if you are concerned.
2) Mr Quay confirmed that the banks would be introducing more checks 
on payment systems to reduce the chance of fraud and money laundering.



8/1/19 Dorset Council:
Cllr Jespersen confirmed:
1) The new Council would not receive a big block grant from the government but would be dependent on Council Tax, Business Rates and other minor sources of income. The Council had to achieve the forecast savings as it could not assume any shortfall could be made up by increasing Council Tax.
2) Although subject to final agreement on the site, Dorset Council intended to maintain a “Hub” in Blandford for local issues.

10/1/19 A.O.B: 
The Chairman confirmed that plans would be drawn up to improve the drainage and appearance of the pond adjacent to the “Old Barn” on the A354.
