18/19. Declarations of Interest.
Councillor Gavin Hamilton: draft woodland management plan Apley Estate.
19/19. Minutes and actions of meetings held on 2nd January 2019.

20/19. Matters arising not on the agenda. 
1. An Environment grant application form has been submitted to Shropshire Council to help fund on a 50/50 basis additional bulb planting on the wide verges approaches within Norton by the unpaid work teams from the Probation Service.
21/19. Draft Woodland Management Plan for Apley Estate.
Members spent some time in discussion on the details of the draft woodland management plan for the Apley Estate and are very supportive of the planned actions and activities contained within a hard copy of which is held on file. Several practical concerns were raised about potential damage to any rural verges, roads, lanes and rights of way by heavy tracked vehicles and that when works are carried out any damage to the infrastructure is repaired.
