Thanks for your comments on bike racks, we have to take advantage of grant monies as and when they become
available for whatever reason. Breckland Council in this instance were able to draw down funds for the five Market
Towns together, that was not available to us on an individual basis.

There is a national cycling strategy that has just been 'wheeled out' by the government, this hopefully will mean that
our Transport, Access and Environment Committee will be able to work through some of the desired improvements
identified in our Neighbourhood Plan. The probiems you identify are well known, but the 'wheels' turn much quicker
on the bikes, than they do in Local Government. The funding schemes and solutions won't be quick coming down to
our level. We are encouraged that there is now a general aim 'nationally’ but we will be competing with every other
Town up and down the country to get our share of the funding here in Swaffham.

Thanks for your thoughts on cycling improvements, | will pass these on to the Transport Committee, as | am sure
they will take these on board.
