Minutes of the Annual General Meeting of Kirklinton Parish Council held at Fir Ends School on Tuesday 14 May 2019

ELECTION OF CHAIR AND VICE-CHAIR

Following a request for nominations Mr M Jack was unanimously elected as Chairperson and Mr I Armstrong was unanimously elected as Vice- Chairperson for the new Parish Council for the ensuing year.
PARISH COUNCIL ELECTIONS – 2 MAY 2019
The Chairperson reported that Mrs M White and Mr T Wigham had confirmed that they did not wish to stand for re-election to the Parish Council. The Chairperson thanked them both for their contribution to the work of the Parish Council over many years.

The Chairperson was pleased to be able to confirm that they would be replaced by two new Members, Mrs V Spedding and Mr J Marston.

PLANNING SUB-COMMITTEE
It was agreed that the membership of the Planning Sub-Committee would be made up of M Jack, A Smith, D Allan, M Story, J Marston and I Armstrong.
MINUTES of the Meeting held on Tuesday 26 February 2019 were approved as a correct record and duly signed by the Chairperson. 
MATTERS ARISING

(a) Play area – monthly inspections
Weekly Inspection Sheets were issued to the next Members on the rota.

(b) Play area – re-development project
The Chairperson reported that the work undertaken by HAGS had been completed apart from the final inspection. The bark had been delivered and installed by Dave Allan and other volunteers. The entrance and access road to the play area (Safety surface) had been strengthened by Ian Davidson, a contractor arranged by Ivor Armstrong. 
The only outstanding work, which was not originally envisaged, related to the renovation and re-seeding of the surface area that had been disturbed. It was agreed that this work should be the subject of a further grant application to the Hallburn Windfarm Community Fund and that a quotation should be obtained from a local contractor, DGLM of Dykeside Kirklinton in order to facilitate the application.    

INCOME AND EXPENDITURE 2019/20
The Income and Expenditure position as at 14 May 2019 compared with the approved Budget was noted.

(c) It was agreed that Mrs B Irving and D Allan should be approved as new signatories on the Bank Account.
FINAL OUT-TURN 2018/19 AND AUDIT FOR THE YEAR ENDING 31 MARCH 2019
(1)Final Out-turn for 2018/19
A Statement showing the final out-turn in terms of Income and Expenditure set against the approved Budget was agreed.
(2) Annual Internal Audit Report 2018/19
The Clerk confirmed that the Parish Council’s Accounts had been audited by the Council’s Internal Auditor, Mr K Stewart, and had completed and signed a Report to that effect. The Report was approved.

(3) Section 1 ‘Annual Governance Statement 2018/19’ of the Annual Governance and Accountability Return 2018/19 Part 2
The statements set out in the above document were each considered in detail following which the Parish Council was able to respond to each of the statements in the affirmative. The Annual Governance Statement was approved and duly signed by the Chairperson and the Clerk to that effect.

(4) Section 2 ‘Accounting Statements 2018/19
The Accounting Statements based on the Final Out-turn figures were approved by the Parish Council and duly signed by the Chairperson. 
(5) Certificate of Exemption
It was agreed that the Parish Council should certify itself as exempt from a limited assurance review under Section 9 of the Local Audit (Smaller Authorities) Regulations 2015 and the Chairperson was authorised to sign the ‘Certificate of Exemption’.

(6) Appointment of Internal Auditor for 2019/20
It was agreed that Mr K Stewart should be asked to act as the Parish Council’s Internal Auditor for 2019/20
TREE MANAGEMENT
The advice received from the Parish Council’s insurers was noted.  

TREES ON CORNER OF SKITBY ROAD AND KIRKLINTON ROAD
The Chairperson reported that he had again received complaints from residents regarding the excessive growth of the trees and the potential damage to foundations and drains from the roots.

The Clerk reported that the Highways Authority had accepted responsibility for these trees and that the maintenance of them had been included on their schedule. However, it seems that no work has yet been undertaken.

The Clerk was asked to contact the Highways Authority regarding the latest round of complaints.

DEAD TREE(S) ON LAND OPPOSITE THE GARAGE ENTRANCE
The Clerk reported that the Highways Authority had agreed to inspect the trees and to take whatever action was deemed necessary. However, the Highways Authority had not advised the Parish Council as to the outcome of their inspection. 

The Clerk was asked to obtain a response from the Highways Authority.
