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MINUTES OF CAYTHORPE ANNUAL PARISH COUNCIL MEETING
Caythorpe Village Hall, 21st May 2026 6.45pm

135/26 To receive and accept apologies.
None.

136/26 To receive and note declarations of interest.
None.

137/26 To elect Chair and confirm Councillor roles
Cllr Kerry was re-elected as Chair.  Cllrs Freeman, Newbury and Ravenscroft confirmed their wish to continue as Councillors.  Cllr Kerry signed the Acceptance of Office form, witnessed by the Clerk.

138/26 To accept the Minutes from the last Parish Council meeting
Minutes of the last meeting on 23rd April were accepted as an accurate record and signed by the Chair.

139/26 Time allocated for District County Councillor Roger Jackson
Cllr Jackson said that they are still waiting for information about the football pitch planning meeting.  He has not heard anything further on the planning enforcement for the Old Vol.  The District Council have changed what is acceptable to put in recycling bins, everyone should have received a sticker.  Food bins will also soon be delivered – the waste goes to a digester to make electricity.  Cllr Jackson reported that the press have now been banned from County Council meetings and supplementary questions in full Council meetings now have to be submitted in advance.  
Cllr Jackson reported that there is now £183M in the road repair budget.  NC reported that she has chased Via for ‘Reasons to go slow’ signs which they were going to put throughout the village, but had no response.  Cllr Jackson suggested emailing Darren Priog.  ACTION: NC to email Darren Pirog regarding Go Slow signs.
Cllr Kerry asked if there was any scope to make the road a 20MPH, but Cllr Jackson said it wouldn’t be approved.

140/26 Village maintenance and Highways
Cllrs Ravenscroft and Freeman have installed the new noticeboard.
The location for the Moot plaque was discussed and it was resolved to put on the bridge over the Dover Beck.  It was resolved to put it on the left side of the bridge.  ACTION: Cllr Ravenscroft will install. 
The Lengthsman scheme requirements were discussed and it was resolved not to continue with the scheme due to lack of people willing to take on the work in the village.

141/26 To receive monthly defibrillator report 
NC reported that an email had been sent to the Old Vol regarding how to fundraise for a new defib, but no response received yet.  ACTION: NC to email again to see what assistance they could be.
NC forwarded an email for Cllr Ravenscroft to sign up to the defib reports.  He will enrol with MyCircuit.  ACTION: Cllr Ravenscroft to sign up to MyCircuit.

142/26 Planning

143/26 Finances
a. Payments and note receipts: Clerk pay for May NOTED.  ICO Direct Debit (£47) NOTED.  Repayment to NC for noticeboard pins and printer cartridges (£6.99 and £38.87) APPROVED.  Cllr Kerry suggested that the Clerk’s salary be increased and this was APPROVED by all Councillors.
b. Bank reconciliation APPROVED. Balance of 11/5/26 is £16251.32

144/26 Trusteeship
NC has been in contact with Nelson’s and engaged them to complete the land registry for the Village Hall.  She needs ID from all PC members and Custodian Trustees named on the Charity Commission website.  ACTION: NC to send off ID info.

145/26 Flood storage
Cllr Kerry asked if we could order a grit bin to store aqua sacs at the Village Hall.  The flood team have approved the flood resilience grant for the shed.  It was suggested to locate the shed at the back of the Village Hall.  Cllr Ravenscroft suggested that the green box at the back of the hall could be used for flood storage and moved for access to the villagers – possibly into the car park.  Purchase of the shed was discussed and the quality of the sheds quoted was discussed.  Cllr Freeman said Dunster House might be a good place to look for a shed, as they are more solidly built but would need to be constructed.  ACTION: Cllr Ravenscroft to ask Dunster House for quotes.
