


	St Juliot Parish Council

Minutes of a meeting held on Wednesday 10th December 2025 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate. 

Present:  Chairman Cllr Langley, Cllrs I Penny, S Penny, D Senior and A Trevennor, and the clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor.

25/29        Apologies: from Cornwall Cllr Mark Burnett. No Changes of Interest were recorded. 
 
25/30	The Minutes of the last meeting, held on 30th September 2025, having been circulated before the meeting, were agreed and signed as a true record by the Chairman. 
a) Matters arising.
1) The defibrillator: Cllr Jordan has not yet been successful in finding an operator who can instruct him on the device’s maintenance; however, Cllr Langley had received instructions in giving CPR. 
2) The bus service. Having been advised that a minimum of 250 signatures would be required, Cllr S Penny had continued to collect names, and has well over 250. The clerk took the petition to photocopy and send to Cllr Burnett.

25/31	Planning
a) General matters relating to planning. None arising.

25/32	Finance
a) The financial statement had been circulated among the councillors, and was approved, and signed by the Chairman. The clerk had remarked that no payments were received in the last year under the LMP and SWCP, and no notifications of payments either. She was afraid any payments might have gone into our old HSBC account, although obviously Cornwall Council have our correct bank details. The clerk will follow this up and inquire as to whether the payments might have been made into the incorrect bank account, and if so, whether anything can be done about this.
b) Authorisation of payments: The cheque given to Mr Biscombe for grass cutting was rejected by his bank and subsequently destroyed. The letter explaining this action was vague, but seemed to imply the cheque had not been correctly signed. A fresh cheque was therefore issued: chq 033 for £220 to Mr Biscombe, and signed by Cllrs Langley and Trevennor.
c) CIL status. The amount of CIL funding remaining is £2,924.15, which must be spent by 2027. Cllr Burnett has informed us that fresh CIL grants will be available for expressions of interest from 16th January next year. The clerk will make such expressions.
d) THE PRECEPT. With bank charges now being applied to our account at almost £5 a month the council’s budget will rise, and as it has been kept down in recent years it was felt it mist rise for 2026. After some discussion, Cllr Senior proposed a precept figure of £2,700, seconded by Cllr Trevennor and agreed nem con. This constitutes a 6.5% rise. 

25/33	Traffic and speeding. Cllr Jordan and the Speedwatch teams are continuing to monitor speeds through the village, but there is as yet no sign of the promised dragons’ teeth. The clerk will ask Cllr Burnett to check on progress when she sends him the minutes. Cllr S Penny remarked that Warbstow Parish Council has a detailed analysis of traffic movements through their village, numbers, times and speeds, which would be a useful thing to have.

25/34	The Triangle Green. 
a) Parish Noticeboard. The clerk showed some pictures of parish noticeboards, which vary substantially in price. It was felt the new board should be fairly like the old one in size and design, but made from modern materials. It should be wall-mounted like the old one and have open access for all the community to use. The clerk will do some more research into suitable boards. This will be purchased with CIL money. 
b) Telephone kiosk. The glass in the telephone kiosk has still not been replaced. A WI member’s husband had offered to collect it from Camelford Glass and fit it, but he has not done so yet.

25/35	Correspondence had been forwarded before the meeting. 

25/36	Reports. 
	The clerk read a report from Cllr Burnett, which included the information at minute 25/32c about fresh CIL funding. He also drew the council’s attention to the consultations being done on the Let’s Talk Cornwall site and the 14th January meetings on the Cornwall Plan 2030-2050 at The Methodist Chapel in Bude from 12.30-2.30pm, and at The Old Bank, Camelford, from 4-7pm.
Cllr S Penny reported that the Christmas Bazaar on 22nd November had raised £500 for Hearing Dogs, which had been very gratefully received. 
Cllr Langley reported that the hall continues to do well, though an application this autumn to use the hall as a camping ground for Morris dancers had regretfully to be declined. The bowling is going well.
The clerk reported that the Mowesi are doing well, and have won a number of awards this year, from the Royal Cornwall Show and from CFWI.
Cllr Penny said the Happy Crafters are doing well and their membership has increased this year to around 20.

25/37	AOB: An Easter Fair is planned for next March, date TBD. A tabletop sale will be held in the hall in the summer in aid of Otterham Church.

	The Annual Parish Meeting was agreed for 19th May 2026.
