War Memorials Trust  Cllr Robinson reported he had received quotations for work to the lettering and full stops on the memorial from Bambridge Bros £350 + VAT, and Lords £450 + VAT.  It was agreed he should go ahead with the application to the War Memorials Trust using Bambridge Bros as they had successfully completed previous work to the memorial.

Pickett Fence War Memorial  Following some discussion it was the majority decision not to proceed with a replacement fence.

Parish Council Website  It was agreed to upgrade the website to gold standard which does not show advertisements.

Broadband  Work is ongoing to connect the village to fibre broadband.
Communication Code  It was agreed information be circulated to the village through email in addition to the website.  Cllrs Bivens and Woodward proposed using the email address Worsall@gmail.com, the Chair suggested the inclusion of Council in the address.  It was agreed there would be further discussion at the next meeting.

B1264 Resurfacing  It was agreed the answer to the Clerks email to Highways Thirsk was unacceptable.  The B1264 is listed as a priority route for gritting, which gives it the same category as an A road.  Cty Cllr Wilkinson agreed to write to the Highways Div, the Chair agreed he would also write a letter.

Footpath B1264  The width of the footpath to the County boundary is less than a pushchair width in places because of the lack of maintenance.  In order to request remedial work to get the footpath back to its original width Cty Cllr Wilkinson suggested photographs and measurements would be helpful.  The Chair agreed to under take this task prior to contacting the Highways Authority.
