Councillor Mrs Haddow welcomed everyone to the meeting and thanked everyone for attending.
Present were: Councillors Mrs Haddow, Douglas, Hood, Lewis, Taylor and Councillors, Aitchison, Elliott, Huggins and Storey
· Apologies for Absence were received from Councillor Mrs Robertson.
·  There were no Declarations of interest
· Minutes of meeting held on 9 March 2022 were proposed, seconded and unanimously agreed.
· Matters arising for discussion were all listed under Agenda items.

The Chair proposed that we support Miss Brough in her dealings with the Council, as we often are not given adequate consultation time over contentious issues and we feel it needs to be redefined as to who receives notification of planning applications. This was agreed unanimously

· Cemetery Committee
Still a great deal of work is being done in connection with the cemetery. We need to update computer records over the Summer.

· Bus Shelter			 Still awaiting insurance claim for shelter OPPPOSITE Short’s Corner. Insurers given estimate.  It was agreed unanimously to go ahead with the shelter as the remaining stone work was unstable.
· Builder contacted to assess damage to shelters at Hampeth and Shilbottle.

· Dog Fouling / Litter				All Councillors for designated areas reported that dog fouling seemed to be less prevalent.

· To request a meeting with new Officer assigned to this area had received no response as yet.

·  The Queen’s Platinum Jubilee			Update from Councillor Mrs HADDOW.

· There had been 4 applications for a grant towards Street parties. Over £700 in raffle tickets had been sold. Members of the Forum were decorating the Haven and monitoring the raffle. Lidl had donated nearly £200 in prizes for a prize Domino Card, which the Forum is also organising.

· The Parish thanked the Forum for their valiant efforts in raising £750 for Ukraine.

· Mrs Haddow showed the Councillors a Jubilee Souvenir booklet which was beautifully produced in colour and wondered if the Council wished to present one of these to every household. It was felt that the content highlighted the religious aspect of the Queen’s reign and therefore might not be appreciated by everyone.

· Mrs Haddow had met with Mr Barnaby and the suggestion was made for a seat in the children’ play area at Widow’s Row. It was agreed the children would design the seat and Mr Parnaby would make enquiries as to someone making it.

· Councillor Storey agreed to mend the jubilee seat at The Crescent. Mrs Haddow would organised painting.



· Additional Agenda Items raised by The Chair
The Chair asked The Clerk if she could raise the issue of his resignation and if he would be leaving us in the near future. He stated this was on the cards and he would give us more than the one month statutory notice. It was agreed to advertise on the Notice Board, The Website, the Job Centre and the Gazette at the appropriate time.
Mrs Haddow had received all relevant documentation from Stephen Ricketts – NALC – and would relay this to interviewing panel. It was unanimously agreed, having been proposed and seconded, to have 4 members on the Panel- The Chair, 
Councillor Mrs Haddow, The Vice Chair, Councillor Mrs Lewis, Councillor Stephen Elliott for his input with regard to cemetery matters and Graham Huggins for his input on play areas.
