This means we can do our best to
take control and ensure local
building projects benefit Mabe,
fit with our ideals and reduce the
amount of time we have to
spend fighting inappropriate de-
velopment imposed on us.

With an NDP we can put in place
planning polices that will help
deliver our ideal vision to en-
hance our community. It will also
mean that we secure more
money from development to in-
vest in community infrastructure
than without it.

Who does all the work?

A steering group will be respon-
sible for developing the whole
NDP. Members will come from
the Parish Council, local busi-
nesses and the community at
large.

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Fundraiser for Alexandra
Phillips’ wheelchair

Alexandra Phillips soon will be
returning home to Mabe after a
serious collision left her in hospi-
tal for nearly a year.

Last year, her car was in a head-
on collision with a coach on the
A393 Lanner road and she sus-
tained a fractured jaw and four
broken ribs, alongside a serious
head injury which led to a trau-
matic brain injury. Doctors said
she had a less than ten per cent
chance of survival. 

Alexandra spent weeks battling
for her life, including 5 weeks in a
coma, before her condition sta-

bilised, and she has spent the last
six months in Mount Gould hos-
pital's neuro-rehabilitation unit in
Plymouth.

Alexandra’s mum, Sarah Evans,
said: "She defied all odds really.
She's a miracle."

When asked what she was look-
ing forward to most about
Alexandra's homecoming, Sarah
said: "Just having her about, she's
my best friend as well as my
daughter. Just to have her home
and be part of normal family life
again and just spend more time
with her."

She added: "She's a very strong,
determined, focused young
woman so I'm sure she will be
fighting and battling constantly
to be living independently
again."

Alexandra is a “real outdoors per-
son", and godparents Helena and
Jamie Truen have set up a
fundraiser for an all-terrain
wheelchair so that she can prop-
erly appreciate the countryside.

“We want her to be able to have
the chance to do all the things
that she loves the most - spend-
ing time on the beach or in the
woods with her dog Doug and
also going to the field to visit her
two gorgeous horses.”

“We feel that being able to do
the things that she loves so much
will have a massive positive

Before the accident, Alexandra
worked full time as a Finance As-
sistant and lived with her partner
in their own home that they had
bought the previous year, now
she will need 24 hour care.

The Crowdfunder had raised over
£6000 at the time of writing, with
a £10,000 goal to cover the cost
of the all-terrain wheelchair.

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Signs for the Future

The fingerpost in Halvasso was
one of the finest examples of its
kind, giving directions to 10 loca-
tions from Truro to The Lizard.
Some villages have a square, but
the Halvasso sign post is on the
Triangle. Over time it became
rusty and chipped and eventually
lost one of its fingers. The council
don’t restore the old Cornish fin-
ger posts anymore because they
are not recognised as valid sign
posts now.

However the people of Halvasso
spear-headed by the Cox and
Dewar families came together to
repair and renovate the finger
post adding a handsome new
finial on the top. 

The new fingerpost was cele-
brated with a tea party in the Cox
polytunnel, where despite the

rain members of the village
turned out to eat cake and com-
memorate the moment with a
poem by Halvasso’s resident
poet, Vince Fenner. An extract of
the poem is published below.
Don’t forget to have a look at the
sign if you come through Hal-
vasso.

ROOTED TO THE SPOT
(or, perhaps, spotted for the

route)

Here I stood streaked with rust.
Streaks born not of tears
But harsh weather, cold winds,
hot sun,
Not much fun.

I feared I would be torn limb
from limb
Finger from finger
Not allowed to linger
Here, but abandoned, recycled,
replaced probably
By Upvc.

I stand on this junction
With no compunction
I make no assumptions
Go where you will
Three ways
Three choices
My three voices

Of Lizard, Constantine and
Gweek
To North, again in truth
Stithians, Helston and Redruth
Whilst picked out in evening’s af-
terglow

The people of Halvasso have clubbed to-
gether to repair their finger post
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Can you spot the dolphin?

Robert Beeman of the Cornwall
Astronomy Society tells us what to
look out for in the skies above us
during June and July.

In the south-eastern sky, the first
thing to appear at dusk is the
Summer Triangle, formed by the
three bright, white stars Vega,
Deneb and Altair. The Milky Way
traverses the Triangle, within
which lies the star Sadr; in Arabic
“the breast” due to its position in
the constellation of Cygnus the
Swan. William Herschel, the dis-
coverer of Uranus in 1781 de-
clared the area around Sadr as
the “starriest place in the north-
ern heavens”.

Locate Deneb, and then extend a
line downwards through Sadr to
Alberio, one of the most spectac-
ular double stars in the night sky;
even a small telescope will reveal
the contrasting blue and
gold/yellow of the two compo-

nents, well worth a look even if
you have seen it before.

On the western bank of the Milky
Way below Cygnus, look out for
the little leaping dolphin, Del-
phinius, one of the smallest con-
stellations of the northern sky.
Close by is Sagitta the Arrow
aimed at Vulpecula the Little Fox.

Moving east and south from
Cygnus low on the horizon you
should be able to find Antares, a
red supergiant about 600ly away.
This has a very faint blue com-
panion star in a 900 year orbit. 

Further to the west and at about
the same altitude as Antares is
Spica which is a blue white main
sequence star about 260lya.The
Greek astronomer Hipparchus
(190-120BC) discovered a small
historical shift in the star’s posi-
tion caused by the slow “wobble”
of the Earth’s axis which gives us
the precession of the equinoxes.

At around midnight, end of June
early July there will be a
very nice arrangement of
planets and stars with
Jupiter and Antares al-
most due south, Saturn
to the east and Spica to
the west. Although all will
be low on the horizon
(you may need to seek
higher ground to get a
clear horizon), if you pick
a night when the Moon is
not in the south it should
be a fine sight. 
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Garden Club wins at Fal-
mouth Spring Flower Show

Mabe Garden Club did well at the
109th Falmouth Spring Flower
Show in March, retaining the
George Sowden Trophy thanks to
a beautiful display by Carol Bai-
ley.

The George Sowden Trophy is
awarded for the best display by a
group, and must include: 6 differ-
ent daffodils staged in 2 vases, 3
stems to each; 3 different camel-
lias; 1 flowering pot plant; 1 fo-
liage pot plant; and 1 pot cactior
succulent.

Other club winners included Val
Bidgood, who took first place

with her cacti and Jean Cook,
who swept the board with her
Camellias, winning the W.J.Bull
Memorial Cup. Mike Brereton,
who judged the bumper crop of
cacti said it was a "privilege" to
see such good plants.
