Sexual Exploitation Intervention 

(SERA Model developed by The National Working Group for Sexually Exploited Children and Young People, 2008 from Pearce et al 2002)
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Whilst most interventions with young people whose needs are in Level 1 will be preventative work in schools, through youth services and children’s services providers, emergency crisis intervention might be required. Link to Change can provide training to the children’s workforce to improve the identification and referral of children at risk of sexual exploitation.

Assertive and therapeutic outreach is likely to be required by specialist trained sexual exploitation workers when a young person has been identified as having risk factors in Level 2 and it is recommended as being necessary for those categorised as having Level 3 risk factors present. Link to Change will provide therapeutic outreach to young people identified at risk level 2 and 3.
