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Infection Control Grant guidance notes
Introduction
Shropshire Council has provided Shropshire RCC with funding to set up a one-off grant fund in order to support small charities and community groups in Shropshire to continue to deliver services to people, particularly to vulnerable people, during the pandemic. Funding is available to purchase personal protection equipment (PPE) to enable staff and volunteers to safely meet with people without transmission of coronavirus through the community.

Background

[bookmark: a594013][bookmark: _Hlk41942888]The Department of Health and Social Care’s Adult Social Care Infection Control Fund was established to provide assistance to support care homes and community care providers to tackle the risk of and reduce the rate of transmission of Covid19 infections in the community.

Due to the success of the funding in limiting the transmission of COVID-19, the Adult Social Care Infection Control Fund has been extended and extra funding has been made available to Shropshire Council to provide as a new grant to Voluntary Sector Providers to fund the provision of the additional infection control measures required to deal with the COVID-19 pandemic.

This resource is intended to directly fund organisations who need support at this challenging time, and therefore is particularly intended for smaller organisations with very limited funds.

How much can you apply for?
Each organisation can apply for a maximum of £500 each. 

Who is eligible?
Any community organisation, charity, CIC’s or mutual aid groups operating in the ‘care sector’ in a broad sense, including those organisations working with vulnerable people (and people made vulnerable as a result of Covid-19) at a preventative level, can apply. Applicants do not have to be registered charities, but they must be a constituted group with a bank account. If your group is otherwise eligible but does not have a bank account, please contact us for advice
Individuals, businesses and statutory bodies cannot apply nor can national charities unless it has a local branch which is independently managed. Please note that Village Halls are NOT eligible to apply for this funding

How can the grant be used?
The Grant can only be used solely to fund infection control measures. Examples might be face masks, hand sanitizer, plastic gloves and aprons, extra cleaning materials, perhaps extra equipment. Priority will be given to funding those Voluntary Sector Providers which are providing a local community response to COVID-19 and need funding to acquire Measures to keep volunteers, staff (if applicable) and members of the public safe.

What sort of monitoring is needed?
If you are successful in getting a grant a few monitoring requirements will be requested. You will need to provide evidence of spend and be able to describe the impact of the grant including numbers of people impacted and any feedback you’ve received. You will also need to keep copies of receipts for items purchased for 6 years.
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
