MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING (Draft)
held at Nettlestone Primary School, Nettlestone on Monday 20th April, 2015 at 7.00pm

PRESENT: Cllr Turner (Chairman), Cllrs Tuson, Shimmen, Jarman, Thomas-Foxley, Kalaher, Barraclough and Colledge
The Chairman welcomed Members and the Press
No residents were present

Prior to the formal meeting there was a presentation by Mrs Jillie Wheeler of the K9 clean-up campaign. She explained that she was looking for the support of Town and Parish Councils for her initiative. She produced some posters/signs that she would like to see displayed within the Parish. She explained that she felt that these were more eye catching and less threatening than the IW Council enforcement posters. They are made of 5mm weatherboard and there is a cost implication of £10.00 per sign. The Chairman thanked Jillie for her time and stated that the Parish Council would discuss this issue in the near future. Jillie agreed to supply an example of the signs for the members to look at prior to any decision.

Cllr Turner asked Cllr Barry if there was an update on the lack of spring bedding in Puckpool Park (4429). He stated that he had no update.
Cllr Thomas-Foxley asked if there was an update on the camper van issue at Springvale. The Clerk stated that he had asked the district steward from Island Roads to investigate but had not heard back and will write to Island Roads/IW Council with regard to the long term problem.
Cllr Thomas-Foxley stated that the issue with the broadband has been somewhat resolved as the exchange box in Bluett Avenue is now active.

The Clerk stated that the ground maintenance contract had started encouragingly. The Chairman asked if the area around the tree removal at Ansells Copse could be tidied up. 

The Chairman drew attention to the fact that potential grant applications should be from groups/charities and not from individuals. The Clerk confirmed that the Council would be acting unlawfully by awarding such a grant.
Cllr Jarman asked if there was any update with regard to the beach huts on the Duver. The Chairman stated that it was now the open use period and there had been no reports of any overnight occupancy.

Reports:
i) I.W. Cllr Barry gave an update on the change of use application for the Roadside Inn. He stated that the planning officers were looking into what constitutes a change of use and were seeking case law to determine the outcome. He praised the Parish Council for acting rapidly in getting the pub registered as an asset of community value.  
ii) IWALC: Cllr Kalaher circulated the minutes of the last meeting to members which included presentation information on sustainability. He stated that there will be an extraordinary executive meeting on 12th May 2015 which has been called with regard to assisted area status. Cllr Kalaher informed the members that he will be unavailable for both this meeting and the next executive meeting the following week as he is on holiday.
iii) N&SPC: Cllr Thomas-Foxley reported a very successful wine and cheese event at the Northbank Hotel on 17th March. The Easter Antics event at the Seaview Yacht Club on Sunday April 5th was also successful and raised £445. Committee meeting to be held on Tuesday 21st April and the next event will be the May Fair on Bank Holiday Monday 4th May 2015.
iv) Seagrove Pavilion Trust: Cllr Barry reported that despite a shortage of funds, Phase 2 of the plans was to go ahead. There will be a more substantial update at next month’s meeting. 
v)  Others: The Chairman reported that a meeting had taken place between himself, Cllr Thomas Foxley, the Clerk and Mark Pacy with regard to the proposed plans for the Seagrove Bay public conveniences. This was very positive and the plans have moved onto the next stage of development.

To Consider Car Parking within the Parish:

The Chairman asked Cllr Barry if he could provide an update on the issue of the Isle of Wight’s Car Parks consultation process. Cllr Barry stated he was not in a position to know that information and could provide no insight. Cllr Thomas-Foxley asked Cllr Barry if the IW Council might consider devolving the Pier Road Car Park to the Parish Council. He stated that he would make some enquiries. The Clerk suggested that the Parish Council apply for it to be listed as an asset of community value which would give it first refusal should the IW Council decide to discharge it. The Chairman stated that no decisions could be made at present as more information was required.

To formally agree the application to list the Roadside Inn as an asset of Community Value:

Following the application made to the IW Council on March 30th 2015 to list the Roadside Inn as an asset of community value, the Chairman formally proposed that this application be agreed. This was seconded by Cllr Colledge and unanimously agreed by the members. Following this decision, the Chairman stated that he had received a letter from the IW Council on April 9th 2015 confirming that the application had been successful.

To Consider and agree a list of community assets:
The Chairman circulated a list of businesses/assets that, if threatened, should be considered for an application to the IW Council in the first instance. Following some consideration, discussion and exchange of views, the Chairman proposed that a working group be set up to consider the positives and negatives, formulate a definitive list and report back to the Parish Council. This was seconded by Cllr Thomas-Foxley and agreed unanimously by the members. Cllrs Kalaher and Barraclough were nominated with the Chairman and vice-chairman as Ex-Officio members.

To discuss and comment on the IW Council review of strategic housing policy (SP2):

The Clerk circulated the above consultation document to the members for consideration. The Chairman presented a short précis to the meeting. Following this, it was proposed by the Chairman that the Parish Council makes no comments to the consultation but notes the contents. This was seconded by Cllr Thomas-Foxley and agreed unanimously by the members.
