	Effective communication to customers and staff.

Verbally inform all customers they should arrive already changed into sports kit for their activity and to shower at home.

Use clear messaging to explain guidelines to help avoid face to face discussion.  

Use signage to build awareness of good hand washing technique and to increase the frequency of hand washing.

Use signage to remind users of social distancing and to use mitigation techniques (face masks, surgical gloves) if they wish when not participating in physical exercise.

Use signage to state users to avoid contact with any surfaces as much as possible.

Ask users to bring and use their own sports equipment.

Inform staff of bookings via telephone and text to avoid touching paper booking forms.

Provide customers with guidelines before their booking via email, and display at the premises for their arrival and on the website.


Cleaning


Frequently cleaning and disinfecting objects and surfaces that are touched regularly particularly in areas of high use such as gate handles, fencing & goal posts.


Social Distancing

Social Distancing -Reducing the number of persons in any area to comply with the 2 metre plus gap recommended by the Public Health Agency where possible (when not participating)

Introduce a one-way entry / exit system and ensure there are not more participants than is manageable for the capacity of the facility.


Manage the occupancy levels relative to the activity. Advise organisers to clean equipment, fencing and goal posts on a regular basis (when required) and to prevent waiting in groups more than 6 whilst 
waiting before the activity commences.

Use signage to communicate that the pathway adjacent to the building is for facility users only.

Use signage in the car park encouraging distancing between cars.

Try to control car parking through staggering changeovers (where possible) and encourage extra spacing between cars.


No more than 30 participants in a group (FA guidelines).

High Touch Points

Encourage customers to pay via electronic transfer in the first instance followed by contactless payment method where possible.

No shared sports equipment by participants where possible with the ball/s sanitised before and after use.

Larger equipment to be sanitised after use.

Participants not allowed to use the changing & kitchen facilities.

Chaperones to children must wait outside or in their car.
Test and Trace

Records of participants (name, home phone number, mobile number, date and times of entry and exit) will be kept for 21 days by the organiser in case there is a confirmed Covid 19 diagnosis.  Details of these will be given to the appropriate authorities when necessary.

Symptoms of Covid-19

If anyone becomes unwell with a new continuous cough or a high temperature in the facility will be sent home and advised to follow the stay at home guidance.  The Test and Trace protocol will be followed through contacting the Public Health Authority to discuss the case, identify people who have been in contact with them and will take advice on any actions or precautions that should be taken. https://www.publichealth.hscni.net/
	


Employees and customers to be reminded on a regular basis to wash their hands for 20 seconds with water and soap and the importance of proper drying with disposable towels. Also reminded to catch coughs and sneezes in tissues – Follow Catch it, Bin it, Kill it and to avoid touching face, eyes, nose or mouth with unclean hands. 

Internal communication channels and cascading of messages through line managers will be carried out regularly to reassure and support employees / customers in a fast-changing situation.
