	1. PLAY-AREA
PROGRESS REPORT – J. WESTBROOK
PLAY-AREA SAFETY AND SAFEGUARDING POLICY TO ADOPT AND SIGN
The new Safety and  Safeguarding policy  was approved for adoption by R. Carson and J. Westbrook and signed by the Chairman. Mrs. Pattle has agreed to be the ‘Named Person’ or representative for Safeguarding.
Applications for Grants are about to start including from the Dorset Leverage Fund.
Size of goal posts needs to be agreed.
The new savings account has been set up with Lloyds and funds transferred into it.

2. UPDATE RE CEMETERY
A letter from the P.C.C. was  received on October 23rd with further details from the Dorset Stone Wall Association (DSWA) who have confirmed they are prepared to repair the two collapsed sections of the wall surrounding the Burial Ground in return for access to the Village Hall Facilities and a small donation. Insurancce Documentation has been provided along with a Health and Safety Policy and a Risk Assessment.
The PCC have proposed a donation of £800 to be shared equally between the PCC and the Parish Council which represents a huge saving on the most recent quotes.
The work is to be completed over the winter and the DSWA are amenable to carrying out further repairs as and when required.
All agreed to accept the proposal made by R. Carson and seconded by S. 
Pattle.

3.  FLOODING 
Highways have now attempted twice to jet the drain opposite Newlands Farm, hopefully successfully. Messrs. Rowland have cleared the nearby ditches.

4. SPEED LIMIT/TRAFFIC PROBLEMS IN VILLAGE AND WATERLOO LANE
There have been a number of complaints recently about traffic  travelling too fast for safety and another accident in Waterloo Lane. It was agreed to look into a 20mph limit in the main road through the village and the possibility of a 30mph limit in Waterloo Lane to try and improve safety for all road users.
Although not a great deal of traffic uses the lanes, the speed is often too fast for safety.
