Minutes of the Annual General Meeting of High and Low Worsall Parish Council held in Worsall Village Hall at 7.30pm on Thursday 20th April 2017.

Minutes of the previous years meeting  Cllr Bainbridge proposed and Cllr Evans seconded the motion to accept the minutes as a true record, this was unanimously agreed and the minutes signed.

Matters Arising

Financial Report  Once again the Parish Council’s main outgoing is the Public Works Loan with the outstanding balance on track with the last payment scheduled for 2034.  Mr Walker continues to cut the green with the Vat on the payments recovered annually.  The Parish Council’s income is made up of precept, recovered VAT and the NYCC contribution towards grass cutting.  The contribution was less in the last financial year owing to Local Government cuts.  Cllr Evans continues to provide an accurate budget forecast and the Parish Council goes forward into the next financial year with a healthy balance of £1400 in the bank and no increase in the precept.
Chairs Report  Some of the items from last years report are still to reach a satisfactory conclusion.  This includes the poor surface of the B1264 from the village towards Yarm,  we have little influence over the Highways but can only hope this is nearing the top of the list.  Superfast Broadband is still not into the village but is not far away now.  Fly tipping on the old bank is an ongoing problem and the best we can hope foe is to keep it to a minimum by constant vigilance and thanks go to Cllr Robinson for his continuing efforts.

Throughout the year we have addressed matters of procedure and have updated the Standing Orders and work on the Risk Assessment is nearing completion.  The finances are again in a healthy position and we thank Cllr Evans and the Clerk for preparing a very accurate budget.

Planning issues continue to dominate the agenda.  One feature of the present system is the amount of time each application takes with the same few applications in the village being discussed throughout the year and mostly still not finally decided upon.  We are also seeing the developments outside our parish towards Yarm taking shape and are aware of further proposals to bring development right to our parish boundary.
