4711.	Planning Applications: (previously notified to Councillors)
a)   PA/2024/1306  The Old Stables, Palstre Court Road  - Variation of Condition 2 (Approved) of Planning permission 21/00359/AS for Repair and refurbishment of existing disused Dutch Barn to provide a studio space on the first floor with a utility room, store and car port on the ground floor to allow for a change in the approved window size.  Retrospective.  Concern was expressed that the changes had already been made and it had been noted that the neighbours have objected to the application on the grounds of overlooking.  It was also noted that the plans have changed from the those put forward with the original application indicating more of a dwelling than a studio.  After a full discussion it was agreed to object to this application citing reasons above.
b)  PA/2024/1335  11 Forge Meads – Proposed annex in rear garden following demolition of summer house and shed.  Councillors had heard from the applicant and a neighbour during the public session and had been able to ask questions.  After a short discussion it was agreed to support this application.

4712.
